COMMUNICATION: All communication takes place via E-mail within the internal WebCT system. Click on “Mail” on the home page. Click on “Compose Mail Message” on the left.  Click on “Browse” to get a drop down list of names in the class. (Mine is KKauffman.) Highlight the  name(s) you want to send e-mail to. Click “Done.” You will see the name in the e-mail window. Type in your subject and message, then click “Send.”  I often send you e-mail, so please check your inbox often for messages.
     Post your introduction and your answers to discussion questions under “Discussion” on the home page. The process is very similar to “Mail,” ie click on “Compose Discussion Message.” You also get credit for replying to another student’s answer on the Discussion board. In “Discussion” also post your entire Text Chapter Report.  Also post a 150-word summary of your mid-term report and your Final report in “Discussion.” You can cut and paste your report and 150-word summaries from your word processing program into your WebCT discussion message.
    “Syllabus” contains the class syllabus. It has all the due dates for assignments and reports. I RECOMMEND THAT YOU PRINT THIS SYLLABUS AND REFER TO IT OFTEN. YOU ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR THE INFORMATION IT CONTAINS. WE FOLLOW THE SCHEDULE AND THE POINT SYSTEM FOR GRADING EXACTLY.
    “Report Guidelines” contains the guidelines for the 3 reports plus the proctored final exam you will do in the class. This information is NOT in the syllabus, so be sure to refer to the guidelines, or print them and keep them handy, to find out how to write your reports and what the breakdown for points is (that is, how the report is graded.)

COURSE DESCRIPTION
ART 202 is an introduction to the visual arts, Renaissance period to Contemporary period, and is one of the courses fulfilling the general education requirement in the fine arts. The course will follow the text and grading will be heavily based on material in the chapters, and lectures by the instructor. THIS IS AN ABBREVIATED COURSE, THEREFORE INTENSIVE. WE COMPLETE 3 FULL CREDIT HOURS IN TWO1/2 MONTHS; THAT IS 3 TO 4 HOURS OF WORK PER WEEK PER CREDIT HOUR - 9 TO 12 HOURS OF WORK PER WEEK FOR A TOTAL OF 3 CREDIT HOURS. Please be prepared for this work load. 

OBJECTIVES
1. to survey the great stylistic and cultural periods of Art History chronologically, from the Renaissance to Contemporary times
2. to critically review the effect of art principles on society
3. to become aware of the many ways that art permeates our lives and our culture
4. to understand artistic multi-culturalism in contemporary society
5. to appreciate Hawaii as part of both Eastern and Western art traditions

REQUIREMENTS
Students are required to be open-minded in class discussion and to participate in all class assignments and discussions. Each student is expected to carefully read the assigned chapter in the textbook, take a weekly open-book quiz and discuss the chapter online. Only registered students are allowed to be in the class.
All students will be graded on the following requirements:
1. Be courteous and professional in class discussions, i.e., allowing others to express their ideas with tolerance. Certain art is heavily based on religious doctrine. Since we cover a variety of cultures, some of these religions will not be your religion. Please show respect for differing ideas and opinions of class members and communicate in a positive, constructive way.
2. Turn in assignments on time for full credit.
3. Do not copy quiz answers from another student(s).
GRADING The grading will be based on:
1. Class participation in discussions: 15 points
2. Weekly Open-Book Quizzes: 15 points
3. Text Chapter Report and Discussion Questions: 15 points
4..Mid-term Research Paper: 20 points
5. Final Research Paper (17.5 pts) & Proctored Exam (17.5 pts):35 points

Your reports and research papers are graded "on the curve," meaning that your work is compared to your classmates' work. If late, in fairness to those who turned it in on time, points will be taken off.

I keep an on-going tally of your grades. If you are concerned about your grade, check with me in a timely fashion, I can help you earn the grade you want.. NOTE: If you aim for an "A" - most A's are only one or two points over 90, so make every point count in each of the five categories listed above.

[Room TBA, exact time of test may change]   Or, if you made a reservation on a participating military base ahead of time, go there at the appointed date and time. (If not on Oahu, see below.) On Chaminade campus, allow 15 minutes to park & walk, since campus is crowded that day. The exam usually takes about 1½ to 2 hours. 

If you are off-Oahu, take a proctored final exam in your area. Make arrangements well ahead of time with a Learning Center on base, or a community learning center such as Sylvan, or with a superior commanding officer. YOUR PROCTOR MUST BE APPROVED BY THE ONLINE OFFICE IN ORDER TO GET CREDIT FOR THE TEST. E-mail dyoshi@chaminade.edu for approval. If the proctor can’t FAX your finished exam, you might have to pay them postage to mail it, or extra postage to send it UPS or FED EX to get it to the online office in time. If your proctored exam is late, there will be no penalty, but I’ll be forced to give you an Incomplete, which I will change to your grade once I receive your exam. If you need the grade by a certain date, you might consider paying the proctor for FAXing (if they require it) or for extra postage and a self-addressed EXPRESS envelope.
