Course Description:  This course is designed to provide instruction and practice in writing, editing, and revising short narrative and expository essays.  It will also provide instruction in organizing the written text and in editing that text.

Student Responsibilities:  For this class students will be required to:

1. Attend class on time. Attendance is taken at the beginning of class; so if you arrive after attendance has been taken, you will be marked absent for the day.  Students who are absent more than 4 times during the course of the semester may receive a grade deduction.  Students who are absent for 2 consecutive weeks of class may be administratively withdrawn from the class.

2. Complete the readings before class begins.  

3. Turn in papers on time.  Late papers WILL NOT be accepted by the instructor.  A paper is considered late if it is not received by the instructor by 3:00pm on the day that it is due.    

4. Bring the appropriate learning tools to class (textbook, notebook for notes, pens etc).

5. Turn off (or silence) cell phones prior to the start of class.  Talking or texting during class is rude and unacceptable.  If you are caught talking, texting, checking e-mail, facebook, instagram etc. you will lose 2 percentage points off of your final grade.

6. Pay attention.  Playing games on the computer, talking, texting, distracting classmates, eating are not allowed.  Inappropriate behavior will be addressed and reported to the Dean of Students.  

7. Respect others.  Please share your opinions respectfully. 

Note: Students who do not change their behavior when addressed will be asked to leave the room.  If there is an in class writing assignment due on that day, you will not be allowed to make up the work.

Plagiarism:

Plagiarism is presenting the work of another as your own.  The guidelines for plagiarism are in the General Catalog (online). They include, but are not limited to, the following:

1. Complete or partial copying directly from a published or unpublished source without proper acknowledgment to the author.  Minor changes in wording or syntax are not sufficient to avoid charges of plagiarism.  Proper acknowledgement (citation) of the source is always mandatory.

1. Paraphrasing the work of another without proper acknowledgement.

1. Submitting as one's own original work (however freely given or purchased) the original exam, research paper, manuscript, report, computer file, or other assignment that has been prepared by another individual.  (Chaminade General Catalog, online).

Any student caught plagiarizing will receive a failing grade for the paper.

Description of Required Coursework:

3. Quizzes – You will be given a quiz for each assigned reading.  The quizzes will all follow the same format:

1.  Summarize the reading (2-3 sentences).

2.  Identify the dominant rhetorical mode used in the reading. 
     Substantiate your answer using key terms from the reading and lecture.

		3.  Grade the reading based on the class rubric.  Substantiate your answer.

	You will be graded on the following scale for each reading:

		1 – You have clearly read the assignment and can present a written analysis.

		0  - It is unclear by your written response if you read the assignment or not.  
                              You needed more examples to substantiate your response (#2 and #3 above).

		-1 - It is clear that you did not read the assignment.  
                              You misquoted key information for the essay. 

The quizzes will be given at the beginning of the class period and cannot be retaken after that class even for an excused absence.  I will be giving more than 8 quizzes throughout the semester, so you will have ample opportunities to replace a ‘0’ grade.

You will have 15 minutes to complete each quiz.  If you did not read the assignment, do not take the quiz.  Instead, use the time to read the assignment so that you will be able to participate in the discussion that follows the quiz.

The readings will be posted on e-college; however, if you do not have access to a computer, I can arrange for you to have a copy of the reading.

In general, the readings will be short essays (3-5 pages); however, at times we will be reading longer essays (10-20 pages)  If this should be the case, I will omit #3 for the quiz (grade) so that you will have enough time to work on the summary.

You MAY NOT use notes for the quiz.

Should you have a question on the reading, you must either e-mail me OR come to officer hours to discuss the issue.  I will give you at least 1 class period between a reading assignment and the quiz.



3. Papers.  The papers will vary in length from 500 words (2-3 pages) for the shorter papers to 1500 words (5-6 pages) for the final paper.  Each paper will be accompanied by a written assignment sheet which will include not only the basic information for the paper (due date, topic, rhetorical method required) but also the process required for writing the paper (pre-writing, draft, peer-review, editing). 

The papers must be typed and turned in to Henry Hall 206G.  You must submit the paper before 3:00pm.  No late papers will be accepted.   

· Paper #1 is an expository essay. This paper is worth 12% of your final grade

· Paper #2 is a classification essay. This paper is worth 12% of your final grade

· Paper #3 (the final paper) must be submitted to your live text account.
         This paper is worth 24% of your final grade.  
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	Organization
	The paper is very well organized. Each paragraph contains a clear topic sentence. Transitions are used throughout. The paper includes an exceptionally strong introduction, thesis statement, and conclusion.

Note:  Any paper with more than 10 typographical, spelling, or grammar errors will receive a ‘0.’  A grade deduction (from the final grade) may occur if the paper contains more than 15 typographical, spelling, or grammar errors.







3.  In Class Assignments.  There will be 6 in class assignments.  Each one will be graded on an 8 point scale.  You will be given the topic and the rhetorical method ahead of time.   You will be allowed 50 minutes to complete the writing assignment. If you are late, you may not work past the end of class. You may bring one sheet of notes (8½  x 11”) to use as a reference.  Each paper should be between 350-500 words. Typed papers will not be accepted without the consent of the instructor.  
Please note:  You may drop two papers.

4.  Mid-term Exam.  The exam will require you to demonstrate the rhetorical methods that 
you have learned.  It is worth 12 points and should be formatted as follows:

· Definition:  one sentence that demonstrates your knowledge of the purpose/function of the specific rhetorical method in question.

· Demonstration:  one paragraph (4-6 sentences) that exemplifies the rhetorical method.

· A summary and analysis of one of the essays read for the class.
