CATALOG DESCRIPTION:
NUR 304 Complex Disease II (8 credits)
This course incorporates the nursing process theory related to care of adults needing restorative and maintenance care and has a medical/surgical focus. In addition, a holistic approach will be emphasized in studying the following systems: musculoskeletal, respiratory, neurological, sensory, cardiovascular, renal, endocrine and metabolic, gastrointestinal, reproductive, hematologic, immunologic, and genitourinary. Content will build on previous knowledge related to the complexities of disease and acute versus chronic conditions. 

IMPORTANT NOTE:
NUR 304 has both a didactic and clinical section.  Students must meet the requirements of both sections in order to pass this course. Please remember that students must meet the requirements of BOTH sections to pass NUR 304.  The clinical practicum evaluation is graded as Satisfactory or Unsatisfactory.  You must pass Nursing 304 with a grade of “C” or better and receive a satisfactory evaluation in Clinical Practicum to pass the class.  Failure in either will result in failure of the course and you will not be permitted to progress in the nursing program.

1) Identify the most common conditions that require medical/surgical nursing care as well as chronic diseases found in adult populations.
2) Describe health care disparities while caring for adults with medical surgical needs and adults with chronic disease per evidenced-based research and nursing practice guidelines. 
3) Apply nursing assessment and intervention skills using nursing concepts to set priorities in delivering quality and safe patient care.
4) Apply appropriate developmental, cultural and spiritual care within diverse interdisciplinary teams of professionals.
5) Demonstrate patient-centered care applying the five core institute of medicine (IOM) competencies in clinical settings; provide patient centered care, work in interdisciplinary teams, employ evidence-based practice, apply quality improvement, utilize informatics.
6) Develop and demonstrate clinical reasoning skills essential for safe patient care.

Required Texts: 
· MNL with etext for NUR 304 (We will be piloting an etext for Pearson).
· Concepts volumes I, II, III from sophomore year.
Required Equipment:
· iPads or laptop computers are required for class sessions.  There are multiple online modules, e-texts, and we will be doing many things in class requiring computer access. 
· A small folder with sheet protectors is also required for clinical.  I will show you the specific type in class on the first day.  These can be purchased cheapest from Fisher Hawaii.
Required Programs:
· NovEx from Pearson. It is your responsibility to make sure that you can fully access this program by the first day of class.  If you are having difficulty, contact the Pearson NovEx technical support team. 
· Remind: If you still have not signed up for Remind, you need to do so by the completion of the first day of class.  A failure to do so may result in your missing valuable information that could affect your course success.
· ATI: In this course, you will be assigned a number of ATI modules ranging from medical-surgical content to fundamentals, math, nutrition, and others.  Make sure you are able to fully access this program by the first day of class.  If you are having difficulty, contract the ATI technical support team.





ATI POLICY FOR NUR 304
During near the end of this course you will take two ATI RN Proctored Assessments: ATI Medical-Surgical Nursing and ATI Pharmacology.

* Instructions regarding the Proctored Exam 
1. Complete ATI assigned modules/tutorials.
2. Nurse Logic 2.0 tutorials and Learning System tutorials (for the med/surg content do only LS tutorials for: endocrine, GI, immune and infectious, muscloskeletal, oncology, renal/urinary for the pharmacology content do all) within 48 hours of taking the practice exams.
3. Attain a 100% score on each of the practice exams 2013 form A (both Med/Surg and Pharmacology) (exam may only be taken once every 24 hours).
4. You will then take practice exams 2013 form B (both Med/Surg and Pharmacology) in a proctored, NCLEX-style environment.
5. After taking a practice exams form B, the student must go to the ATI focused review Web site and select “all missed topics” to review.
6. The student is required to complete a handwritten active learning template for each topic reviewed and submit a hardcopy to the faculty member for each practice exam taken.
7. The faculty member will turn on the rationales for the right and wrong answers for the practice ATI exams in preparation for the proctored exams after the assigned submission date of the focused review.
8. Students will review the rationales for each question prior to the actual graded proctored exam.
9. Students will come and take the proctored ATI examinations in an NCLEX-style environment.  

ATI grading: 

Level 2:
If a student achieves a level 2 or above on the proctored ATI exam, the student will receive 100% for the ATI portion of the course grade.

Level 1:
If a student achieves a level 1 on the proctored ATI exam, the student will receive 50% for the ATI portion of the grade.

Below level 1:
If a student achieves a below level 1 on the proctored ATI exam, the student will receive 0% for the ATI portion of the grade.

**No student will be offered a second attempt of an ATI proctored examination.




GRADING
Multiple choice exams: Exams will be created to reflect both the Program Learning Outcomes (PLO) and Course Learning Outcomes. Questions will require application, analysis, synthesis, critical thinking, and clinical reasoning.  Assessment exams may be paper and pencil or computer based.
Medication calculation evaluation: Students are expected to show proficiency in safe 
medication calculation and administration.  In week one, students will complete the ATI modules for Dosage Calculation 2.0: Dimensional Analysis. On Friday of week two, students will be given a proctored ATI dosage calculation evaluation examination.  Students must score 100% in order to be considered safe to administer medications in the clinical setting.  If a student does not score 100%, the student will complete a remediation plan with a tutor and a second attempt will be given on Friday of week three.  If the student cannot achieve 100%, the student may not attend the clinical portion of this course that will result in a clinical failure.			
	
				
				
				
				

  The clinical section of this course is a satisfactory/unsatisfactory grade. The components of this grading will include:
Clinical evaluation: The course coordinator will review the clinical evaluation tool in first week of class.  Students will be given weekly written feedback by the clinical instructor via course room email.  If students are deficient in an area, the clinical instructor will assign a timeframe in which to have the issue corrected by.  Failure to correct the deficiency by the assigned time will result in a review of the student’s performance by the course coordinator and may result in a clinical failure at that time.
Weekly Reflective Papers: These papers must be HIPAA compliant. No actual patient or staff names or other identifiers can be used. The reflective log must be completed each week including the SDS and Team Leader/QSEN experiences no later than midnight 48 hours after your assigned clinical experience. If you have missed a clinical day and require a make-up, your reflective paper will be due no later than midnight, 48 hours after your make-up session.  Students MUST use the weekly reflective journal templates located in doc sharing for each week.  All reflective logs must be in full APA format with a cover page.  A score of satisfactory on the reflective log is required each week.  A score of unsatisfactory will result in the student completing a discharge-teaching plan to make up the requirement.
