COURSE DESCRIPTION
This course provides an introduction to the historical, philosophical and spiritual foundations of the major religious traditions of the world-- Hinduism, Buddhism, Taoism, Confucianism, Shinto, Judaism, Christianity and Islam.  The course will examine the lives of their founders, their basic teachings, the historical development of their communities and institutions, and their current status in the world.  Using an experiential approach, and the classroom as a sacred space for personal spiritual growth, this course also endeavors to create a more universal understanding and appreciation of one's own tradition amidst this great cultural variety, in order to foster a more harmonious global community. 

COURSE OBJECTIVES LINKED TO PROGRAM LEARNING OUTCOMES
The three Program Learning Outcomes that this course introduces are:
2.  Christianity and its relationship with other major world religions;
4.  The Catholic Intellectual Tradition, particularly the Marianist tradition of education for service, social justice and peace; 
6.  The uniqueness of Hawaii and the Pacific Rim as a meeting place for various religious traditions.

Upon successful completion of this course, students will:
1. discuss the important elements of the major religions - their myth, symbols, ritual, doctrine, moral codes and artistic expression (PLO 2);
2. recognize the differences and commonalities among the religious traditions (PLO 2);
3. understand some of the social justice issues and religious responses to them (PLO 4);
4. appreciate more their own religious backgrounds and that of the Chaminade community (PLO 6)
5. reflect on their own beliefs, feelings and attitudes towards different religious perspectives, correlating and contrasting them with what they are learning (PLO 2, 6)


Organizational Theme:
Marianist Educational Philosophy
	
The choice of content, the pedagogy selected, and the fulfillment of the course objectives rely on the organizational theme. The organizational theme around which the course is constructed is derived from the document, “Characteristics of Marianist Universities.”

Educate for formation in faith;
Provide for an integral quality education;
Educate for family spirit;
Educate for service, justice and peace; and,
Educate for adaptation and change.

Educate
The root of the word educate, e ducare, means to lead out from. To educate means to begin where persons are individually then lead them to a future locus of where they become. 

The root of the word educate, educare, means to “lead out from.” To educate means to begin where persons are individually to lead them to a future locus of where they will become. It is a journey that continues throughout one’s life.

Formation in faith
Individuals are persons of “faith.” To be human, one must be in relationship with others and that requires “faith” of some kind. Specific faith in a Transcendence experienced by peoples worldwide is the major content of this course.

Provide an integral quality education
Integral education provides learners with the foundations necessary for completeness and wholeness, to be fully human in the global community. As the global community becomes more a part of an individual’s life, the understanding of the various ways in which people believe and act is crucial to a person’s personal and communal growth. As a core course, we will further our knowledge of the worldviews of others.

Educate for family spirit
Family is more than the persons to whom we are related. We create families in many ways, through friendships, work and school. Working together for the common needs and good of the family group is fundamental to healthy relationships. Through the assignments and discussions, we will work together to build the family of Chaminade University.

Educate for service, justice and peace
To quote John Paul II from a speech on Jan. 1, 2002, he said, “There is no peace without justice, no justice without forgiveness.” The road to forgiveness begins with awareness and service to work toward justice and peace. In light of Sept. 11, 2001 and all acts of violence, degradation, and oppression worldwide, we need to begin the process of self-examination and expand toward understanding. This course will attempt to give students the opportunity to reflect on one’s self and grow in self-knowledge.

Educate for adaptation and change
Adaptation and change begin with new knowledge and insight, and with the wisdom to view another’s perspective. This course will enable the learner to explore various ways in which people attempt to answer or ponder the questions of ultimate meaning.

REQUIREMENTS:
Students are expected to:
· attend class and field trips regularly;
· read required text assignments;
· participate in group discussions in class;
· do additional research as required;
· complete all assignments on time. Points may be deducted for late work if the student does not inform the instructor in advance.

GRADING:
Grading will be based upon class and field trip attendance, class work and discussion, homework, participation, effort, external options and exams.  

Papers must be typed, double-spaced, 12-point font only with 1-1/2 inch margins with appropriate citations using a consistent style.  Style must be consistent with the Scott, Foresman Handbook for Writers. 

Points will be deducted from assignments that are turned in late unless arrangements have been made IN ADVANCE and APPROVED by the instructor.

Class participation and attendance
Students are expected to attend all classes and remain in class until dismissed by instructor. The student is responsible for contacting the instructor regarding any absence. Eighty points are given for each class attendance and will be deducted for unexcused absences. Students with excused absences will need to complete a missed class assignment that the instructor will provide in order to receive the designated points and this will include field trips.

Field trips are mandatory in place of classroom time; reflection paper and field trip attendance are part of class participation and attendance points.  You are also responsible in contacting the instructor regarding the inability to attend the field trip. Excused absences are illness, scheduled class or scheduled work. 

Reflection Paper: A minimum of a (2) typed page is required regarding the field trip, answering the following questions: (1) Discuss the physical environment and how were you greeted? (2) What is your opinion of what you saw and experienced? (3) What new things did you learn? (4) What is your reaction to this new knowledge and are there any changes to your previous perceptions (pre-understanding) toward that particular religion? (5) How did the visit help you to better understand the religion?

 You are still responsible for the assigned reading in the Assignment section.

If you do not attend the field trip and are excused by the instructor, a typed 2-3 page report based on the religion that was visited will be required in order to receive classroom attendance credit or if you attend the field trip site on your own at a later date, the above reflection paper applies.  

If you are not excused from the field trip, to receive half of the attendance credit, a typed 2-3 page report is due based on the religion that was visited.  No paper will result in a “0” for attendance credit.

Participation includes preparing readings, discussion and in-class writing assignments given at the discretion of the instructor. 

Written assignments:
These are listed on the course schedule. Assignments must be typed and most are short-answer format, minimum 2 paragraphs. Each assignment is due as indicated. 

Final:

Paper: See instructions on the course schedule. 
Oral Presentation: Reflecting over the different religions that were studied, create a single symbolic art piece (collage, 3-D, drawing, writing, music composition, etc.) that expresses your insights and your personal synthesis of what you have gained out of the study of the different world traditions.  This may be in light of your own religious path or philosophy in life.

· knowledge of the subject matter from textbooks, class presentations, discussions, videos, research, outside class activities;
· ability to apply the knowledge to understand current issues in society;

Plagiarism:  The Chaminade University of Honolulu General Catalog states that:
