COURSE DESCRIPTION:
 This nursing course explores processes underlying all disease; systematically reviews pathological changes; and integrates it with pharmacological concepts. There is a focus on disease processes associated with physiologic responses, manifestations, and diagnostic testing of selected health alterations. The complexity of disease and chronic disease will be explored. This course builds upon the knowledge of human anatomy and physiology. This course also provides an overview of pharmacology with a systemic study of representative drugs in each category. Critical and analytical thinking in the application of the nursing process to disease alterations and drug therapy in individuals across the life span and in diverse populations is stressed. 
 This course is divided into two sections over the academic year. Pathopharmacology NUR 202 serves as the foundation. Pathopharmacology NUR 203 will build on material covered in the first semester and increase the level of complex diseases and pharmacological interventions.

4.      Distinguish between the major drug classifications based upon drug action and the effect on the body system;  
5.      Describe selected legal, ethical, and economic aspects of drug therapy with emphasis on the impact of informatics;
6.      Describe the role and responsibilities of the nurse in monitoring drug therapies in response to disease processes; and
7.      Demonstrate the use of holistic nursing assessments, therapeutic nursing interventions and pharmacologic therapies for patients across the lifespan.

Examinations:  There will be three multiple choice exams in this course and a final multiple choice comprehensive exam.  Each exam is worth 30 points or 15% of your grade for a total of 45%. The Final is 50 points or 20% of your grade. Students will have one week to review an exam or question an exam grade after a grade is reviewed in class. After one week the exam grade stands as posted. 
*** In order to pass this course with a passing grade, a cumulative weighted average of 70% must be achieved on All Exams 1,2, and 3 and the final. In addition, all other assignments must be successfully completed.’
It is strongly suggested that ATI Nurse Logic be reviewed before each exam. 
Quizzes: There will be weekly closed-book, closed-media quizzes in seminar. Quizzes will be taken at the beginning of your seminar class. Questions will cover content from the Course Point e-book readings. Course Point Prep-U, ATI Pharmacology for Nursing Edition 3.0 Review Module, ATI Pharmacology Made Easy 3.0 tutorial, PowerPoints, study guides (work books), lecture notes, and other activities (case studies, etc…). Drug Cards: Drug cards will be assigned for various prototype drugs throughout the pharmacological content included in the ATI Pharmacology for Nurses. Drug cards help you to grasp content related to therapeutic uses, administration considerations, common side and adverse effects, contraindications, precautions and interactions. Nursing interventions and priority patient instructions. All drug cards will be written and follow the ATI drug card template. Drug cards comprise 1 % of the total course grade.
Other Out-of-Class Assignments: Students are expected to be prepared prior to lecture. Unless indicated as a group assignment, out-of-class should be completed individually. These assignments are assigned at the beginning of each week and posted on eCollege with due dates/times.  Assignments are expected to be completed by the due dates/and times.  Late assignments are highly discouraged. Substantive participation may include but not limited to: participating in class activities, asking relevant questions, adding information in class supported by pertinent reading materials, discussion questions answered posted in eCollege, etc. Substantive class participation often translates to active learning. Please note below about attendance and course atmosphere. Students absent from class (excused or unexcused) will be responsible to obtain the information presented in class including handouts. In addition to lecture class, this course includes two hours of a seminar lab. The purpose is to divide you into smaller groups to allow for questions and answers. Seminars will alternate in format over the semester
