POLICIES:

	Attendance:

This is a three semester-credit, graduate-level class, which under normal circumstances would meet two to three times per week for 3 to 4 hours during a 15-week semester. In addition, outside assignments might be expected to require as much as two to three hours for every hour of class time. In this special cohort, three-week “accelerated” format, each day of class is equivalent to approximately one week of a regular semester course.  It is essential that students participate on a daily basis – in person or online, depending upon the mode of delivery – for all 15 days of the course. Students should notify the instructor when illness prevents them from attending class, and make arrangements to complete missed assignments. Notification may be done by calling the instructor or by sending an email to the instructor. It is the instructor’s prerogative to modify deadlines of course requirements accordingly. Any student who stops attending a course without officially withdrawing may receive a failing grade. 

Late Policy:
· Assignments are due on the dates indicated unless changes to the due dates are arranged with the instructor.
· Late points may be waived if there are documented extenuating circumstances (e.g. medical emergencies). 


Writing Standards

Plagiarism - “Plagiarism is the offering of work of another as one's own. Plagiarism is a serious offense and may include, but is not limited to, the following:

1. Complete or partial copying directly from a published or unpublished source without proper acknowledgment to the author. Minor changes in wording or syntax are not sufficient to avoid charges of plagiarism. Proper acknowledgment of the source of a text is always mandatory. 

2. Paraphrasing the work of another without proper author acknowledgment. 

3. Submitting as one's own original work (however freely given or purchased) the original exam, research paper, manuscript, report, computer file, or other assignment that has been prepared by another individual.
