Exploration of influences on educational change at classroom, school, community, state, and national levels. Focus on critical examination of peace and justice theories, principles, and research related to educational reform.

Signature Assignment for EDUC 790

In addition, this environment should incorporate the ‘best practices’ of Education Reform as described in Linda Darling-Hammond’s book, The flat world and education: How America’s commitment to equity will determine our future. This is an exercise for you to design your ‘ideal’ educational environment without any real-life limitations such as funding or standards. Your project will be presented in a PowerPoint format. 

Be sure to address:
· Theoretical or Conceptual Framework. This is the foundation you will be basing your principles on (e.g., social justice, peace, Ecological Theory)
· Operational Structure (organizational structure, policies, procedures, personnel)
· Educational Philosophy 
· Physical environment (google sketch up make or something similar if possible)
· SWOT (strengths, weaknesses, opportunities, threats) (barriers to implementing this in real life)
· Describe 3 structures/activities you will use to create an environment centered on social justice, peace, and ‘best practices’ of current educational research findings.
· Citations (3 outside of our course textbooks) will be utilized in the project/presentation to strengthen your decisions. Use citations from each of the three course textbooks.


Course Overview and Procedure
Weekly discussion threads will be an essential component of this class. It is vital that the deadlines be followed so that there is genuine class discussion and an opportunity for peer review and learning. The weekly schedule begins on a Tuesday and ends on a Sunday. Initial postings are due by midnight, Saturday and responses to peers will be due by midnight, Sunday. See the eCollege navigation bar for specific assignments and due dates related to this course. Because all assignments are available to you when the course starts, you may move ahead if you wish. Just be sure to provide your responses to others each week if you choose to do so.
