BIOGRAPHY: Mr. Lau is a Lecturer in the Criminology and Criminal Justice department at Chaminade University. Mr. Lau has worked as a law clerk for the Hawaii Supreme Court, a Deputy Prosecuting Attorney, a Deputy Corporation Counsel and in the private practice of law. Mr. Lau also worked two terms as an Independent Counsel to the Oahu Grand Jury.

COURSE DESCRIPTION: Crime scene investigation. Collection and preservation of evidence.  Admissibility of evidence, interrogations, and confessions.

>  the essential and desired traits for effective criminal case investigators.
   >  the importance and impact of proper planning of criminal case investigation.
>  the various scientific and non-scientific methods used in criminal investigation.
   >  interview and interrogation strategies and techniques.
   >  the importance and practice of effective investigative report writing.
   >  the importance and role of  courtroom testimony for the criminal investigator.
   >  criminal investigations as conducted in selected famous cases.

PROGRAM OUTCOMES:  1)  CJ 220 provides practical knowledge regarding the inherent complexities and 
     day-to-day operations of the American criminal justice system
