Rationale:
During a child’s first six years, life long patterns are formed.  The arts fulfill the need for personal self-expression as well as individualized teaching.  This class is designed to help teachers integrate the visual arts, musical awareness and movement education into the early childhood environment.  Through hands-on projects students learn basic principles and begin to form an arts curriculum through an awareness of the importance of the arts in education.

Course Objectives:

ART:

1. To encourage the creative intelligence and voice of each participant

2. To enhance aesthetic awareness

3. To explore and learn to utilize the elements and principles of visual design

4. To provide an experience of a range of art materials and techniques

5. To develop understanding of art as a way of discovering

6.To learn how art enhances self-confidence, courage, and a zest for learning

MUSIC:

1. To create an understanding of the importance of music in achieving educational objectives

2. To emphasize the importance of the music experience in fostering knowledge of self and enhance relationships

3. To push through fears or embarrassment of singing in public in order to freely and joyfully lead children in appreciating and participating in singing

MOVEMENT:

1. To support development of sense of rhythm through the use of appropriate songs and games

2. To allow for exploration of the creative use of the body in space
