Attendance Policy:

All students are expected to complete all reading and class assignments prior to class.  Grades will be based on a point system.  There will be a total of 300 possible points; 150 points for attendance /participation /lecture presentation & assignments; and 150 points for written research project & presentation.

Students will also be required to present all 3 research project in class
