Catalog Course Description
This course covers the development of historical, philosophical, legal, sociological principles of education, consideration of current trends in educational theory, multicultural issues in education, and problems and choices facing education in the future.

Late work and participation: 
Because of the accelerated pace of the course and the participatory nature of each week's discussions, ACTIVE PARTICIPATION IS MANDATORY. You cannot make-up or replace the ongoing and dynamic nature of online discuss
ions. It is also crucial that students keep up their work, as getting behind and handing work in late is a recipe for disaster. The school - not the instructor - processes withdrawals, so consult the appropriate school officials if you get behind to the point you need to consider withdrawing from the course. Assignments not submitted on time will lose points at ten percent of the total (one letter grade) per calendar day late. The deadline for each assignment is at 12:00 a.m (Hawaii time). Any work submitted after the due time will be considered as received on the next calendar day.

Requirements for ALL written work: 
All assignments should be typewritten in 12-point Times font and double-spaced with 1” margins and page numbers centered at the bottom of the page. For papers, include a cover sheet including, at a minimum, the title of the assignment, the student’s name, the course (ED 220: Foundations of American Education), and the date. Name all your documents as follows: ED 220, your last name, name of the assignment. For example: ED 220, Fonseca, About Me.

Please be sure to read over what you have written before submitting your final copy. Check to see that it reads smoothly and clearly, and succinctly expresses what you want it to. Please be sure to spell-check all assignments! When in doubt, adopt a more formal style or tone. 

Misspellings, grammatical errors, and other mistakes detract from the effectiveness of your message and your credibility as a professional, and will be reflected in your grade. 
Do not count cover page or references pages toward minimum page requirements stated for assignments. 

Course Instruction
So that the varied life experiences, cultural and social backgrounds, and learning styles of the students may be utilized, the course will be taught in multiple modalities. Readings, videos, online discussions, individual inquiry and reporting, Internet activities, and reaction papers will be among the student learning experiences.

Descriptions of Assignments:

About Me (20 points)
Introduce yourself to your instructor and classmates by writing a concise one-page description of yourself. The paper may be a casual narrative. Be sure to mention why you are taking this course and what you hope to achieve in it.

Chapter Quotes and Discussions (10 points each)
Each week you will be asked to reflect on what you have read and what it means to you, and to voice questions you have about what you have read, by submitting 3 short quotes from the readings to the Doc Sharing and to the Discussion section. Type these quotes out (include page numbers) and write a paragraph for each one. Discuss why you chose the quote and how it connects to our course themes of education and meaning in contemporary U.S. society. Also include one question to help facilitate a discussion with your classmates.

Do not simply re-state or summarize what the quote says; this assignment is not a summary of what the writers say. Reflect on the ideas and respond to them. For this assignment, what is most important are your opinions about what you’ve read. 

Discussions on Weekly Reading Assignments (10 points each) 
Please read the assignments from your classmates and respond to at least two classmates for full credit. 

Video Assignments (10 points each)
Throughout the course you will be assigned to watch online videos The website links are posted in ecollege for your convenience. Then answer the questions that pertain to each video in the Discussion section in ecollege.

Discussions on Video Assignments (10 points each)
Read the assignments from your classmates and respond to at least two classmates for full credit. 

Educational Autobiography (50 points)
A premise of being a reflective educator is the ability to articulate foundational experiences that have shaped one's understanding of meaningful education. In conjunction with the discussion of various historical perspectives on education, each student is asked to produce a response to the question "What personal in-school and out-of-school experiences have been a significant influence in your thinking about the craft of teaching and the act of learning?" Writers may wish to focus on particularly good (or bad) teachers or experiences in their past. What made a teacher in your experience significant? Tone will probably be narrative. Length should be at least two pages.

Educational Philosophy and Vision (50 points) Having studied the various philosophies and educational theories in the text, and reflecting upon the thinking of others and what you have observed in life and in schools, please state your (current) philosophy of education and how you envision it taking shape in your classroom. Describe the significance of philosophy to you as both the basis and the goal of education. Relate the influence of various philosophical schools on education and their meaning for your personal practice. Length should be 1-2 pages. Keep in mind that, as teachers, we should be thinking and re-thinking about all of the following issues:
· What you believe about teaching and learning.
· What you believe about learning environments, theories, and methods.
· What you believe about best practices in your subject and grade level.
· What you believe about class discipline.
· What you believe about the role of the school and teacher.
· What you envision as taking place in your class: curriculum, relationships, materials, etc.
Note: You will want to take the time to do a particularly exemplary job on this assignment, as it should become a part of your professional portfolio and is also typically something asked about in interviews for employment. DO NOT submit a paper that is primarily about classroom management, as this is often a requirement for other courses.

Signature Assignment: Educational Issue Paper (50 points) 
The Rubric is included in eCollege The Signature Assignment must be submitted through eCollege.

Each student will choose an educational issue. Student will take a stand (pro or con) and use citations to substantiate the stand. You can’t just state your opinion – you need
evidence to support your position. Possible topics include: standardized testing, school uniform, school prayer, home schooling, censorship, school vouchers, etc. Three different resources will be used to write the paper. The paper will be between 1 – 2 pages in length (not including title and reference pages). Your textbook can be one of the sources.


The final exams will be through ecollege. You will be given 5 essay questions in your ecollege email a week before your final exam. DO NOT PREWRITE YOUR ANSWERS. You are allowed to use your notes on the day of the exam. You will need to submit your notes to the Dropbox in ecollege.

The intent of the exam is to provide students an opportunity to share what they know and have learned. The course is about synthesizing ideas and developing a perspective on education; thus the exam should also be a learning process in itself. Students will need to articulate their thoughts in an organized and coherent fashion; this will help them to process information. 

Grading Scale:

Any score under 378 points is not a passing grade, and the class will have to be re-taken.

Writing Standards: All work submitted by Chaminade University students must meet the following writing standards.  Written assignments should:
1. Use correctly the grammar, spelling, punctuation, and sentence structure of Standard Written English.
2. Develop ideas, themes, and main points coherently and concisely.
3. Adopt modes and styles appropriate to their purpose and audience.
4. Be clear, complete, and effective.
5. Carefully analyze and synthesize material and ideas borrowed from sources.  In addition, the sources of the borrowed material should be correctly acknowledged to avoid plagiarism.

Academic Honesty Statement.
· In the cases of alleged academic dishonesty (such as plagiarism, cheating, claiming work not done by the student, or lying) where a faculty member observes or discovers the dishonesty, the faculty members may choose to confront the student and handle the matter between the faculty member and the student, or the faculty member may choose to refer the incident to the Dean or Graduate Program Director.  (If the Dean or the Director is the instructor in question, the concern shall be directed to the Provost; if the Provost is the instructor in question, the concern shall be directed to the President.)  If the faculty member chooses to confront the situation and it is not satisfactorily resolved between the faculty member and the student, the matter may then be referred or appealed to the Dean or Director.
· In either case, the Divisional Dean or Graduate Program Director may choose to 1) resolve the matter through a meeting with both the student and the faculty member, or 2) refer the matter to the Provost.  The findings, in either case are final.
· If alleged academic dishonesty is reported to a faculty member by a third party, then the faculty member will meet with the Divisional Dean or Graduate Program Director; to determine whether the evidence warrants an investigation, and how the investigation will be handled.  It may also be decided that the faculty member will either confront the student or, assuming enough evidence is present to warrant action, turn the matter over to the Divisional Dean or Program Director to either resolve or organize a hearing.
· If the student is found guilty of the charges of academic dishonesty, the student may be subject to academic penalties such as failure of the course, exam, or assignment.  Other penalties from the list of possible disciplinary sanctions may also be deemed appropriate.
