Biography:

Course Catalog Description:
 Theories of administration organization, management, and leadership. This course provides competencies to meet the program outcomes to allow students to demonstrate an understanding of a model of criminal justice management theory and practice, stressing conceptual, methodological and contextual knowledge development and application. Prerequisites: CJ 151 and CJ 270. Note: this course will also involve the study of successful leadership and management practices in varied organizations (public and private).

1.  CJ 470 provides practical knowledge regarding the inherent complexities and day-to-day operations of the American criminal justice system.  This course includes learning the components of leadership, the importance of team building, time management principles, decision making strategies, internal/external political influence in police management, different types of financial budgeting processes and labor relations as it pertains to police operations.  

2. CJ 470 provides a model of criminal justice management theory and practice, stressing conceptual, methodological and contextual knowledge development and application.

3. CJ 470 prepares the student to serve the community through careers in the criminal justice field.  This course is a comprehensive study of the principles of police management which is beneficial to the aspiring police supervisor or the student considering a career in law enforcement.  

4. CJ 470 provides an overview of community-oriented and problem oriented policing that includes insights on implementing and managing these popular policing strategies

Course Approach:
The class will primarily be a lecture format.  The material for most classes will be delivered via in-class discussion, video, and PowerPoint presentations.  Students are expected to be active participants during the class period. Students will be asked to work in teams during in-class activities.  I will regularly call on students and student teams to conduct in-class learning activities and to discuss and provide input on issues discussed during class, thus it is very important that each student prepare for class by reading the assigned material before class and be ready to share their understanidn and views on topics identified in the course text.
Course Requirements:
· Student In-Class Teams – The first week of class student in-class teams will be designated.  These student teams will work together in the classroom to complete classroom activities and other course work.  Students team members shall complete a team-contract prior to the second week of class.  The format for the team contract will be distributed during the first week of this class.
· Two (2) exams.  You will have one mid-term examination in addition to one cumulative final exam for this course.  These exams will include only material covered in the specified sections.  Items on each exam may come from the text, supplemental reading/viewing materials, classroom lecture and discussions, or other media used throughout the class.  Exams may consist of true/false, multiple choice, fill in the blank, and short answer/essay questions.  Each exam will be worth 20 % of your final grade or a total of 45% of your final grade.  No make-up exams will be given unless you are able to document a medical emergency.  Specific exam dates are listed in the Course Schedule (below). 
· Course Requirements (Cont…)

· Course Individual/Team-Presentation or Individual/Team Term Paper:  Students shall decide if they want to submit their Final Class Project  (FCP)as a member of a learning team or as an individual assignment. The FCP will be either a term paper or a Microsoft PowerPoint in-class presentation.  The final paper is expected to be a minimum of 2,200 words and roughly five pages (1 inch margins, 12 point, Times New Roman font, double-spaced) of text. You should also include a separate title and references page that do not count toward the overall five-page length.   The in-class PowerPoint presentation will include a minimum of ten (10) slides, (this does not include the Title slide or the final credit/reference slide.   The term paper or the in-class Microsoft PowerPoint presentation is due on or before, Thursday,  11-17-2016 (subject to change, TBA in class [see Course Schedule (below)].
A list of five topics/questions for this term paper/PowerPoint Presentation shall be provided.  The list will include “current and significant” police issues/problems/concepts, found in the course text.  The student's written assignment shall include.

1. A written response to three of the topic questions as selected by the student/learning team. 

2. Each of the topic questions contains several facets. Please read the question carefully and ensure all aspects of the topic question have been addressed.

3. When composing the term paper, it is very important that the student use the information from the course text. 

4. The written assignment may include information from other research resources, identified in the course text, as well as from the internet.

5. Where appropriate, the student shall include their own analysis, thoughts and opinions regarding the issue/topic in their response to the selected question.

6. Use existing evidence found via research to support your analysis, thoughts and opinion.

7. Please use a minimum of four credible or otherwise professional publications, including the text, to conduct the research and include publications in the paper bibliography.

The final paper is expected to be written at a college level.  An “A” paper, for example, is one in which there are few if any grammatical errors, is well-written and thoughtful, well-researched, and clearly communicates the scope of the problem, solution, and intended benefits.  You are expected to write your own paper.  Plagiarism is a serious offense (and I do check for plagiarism in my courses).  Students shall use American Psychology Association (APA)
 If evidence of plagiarism is found, in part or in full, you will receive 0 points for this paper.  This paper is worth 25% of your final course grade.  A Term Paper Rubric will be provided during the first class session. Please refer to this rubric for further details and criteria used to evaluate and score term papers.  Submit your finished term paper to timothy.slovak@chaminade.edu.   Please be sure to submit both an electronic and paper version of your final paper by the end of class period on the below identified due date.
The final in-class presentation will be in a Microsoft PowerPoint format.  The presentation slides should be created so that the content of the slides may be easily read and seen.  Careful consideration should be given to the choice of slide color and layout as well as font style, size and color.  The presentation should include a title page and the final slide should depict the credits for the presentation in the American Psychology Association (APA) bibliography format.
Pictures, charts, graphics and video clips should be included in the presentation to enhance the content and increase viewer interest. Students should review and practice the presentation before making in-class presentation.  Submit your finished in-class presentation to timothy.slovak@chaminade.edu.   Please be sure to submit both an electronic and paper version of your in-class presentation by the end of class period on the below identified due date.

· Quizzes:  You will have 10 quizzes over the course of the semester (worth 1.5 points each) – these will primarily be related to work assigned throughout the term, including your text, supplementary readings and videos.  The quizzes will be short – including anywhere from one to five questions and are intended to ensure that you are reading or watching required material. These will be timed quizzes and I will ask that you put pens or pencils down when the time has passed, failure to do so will result in 0 points for the quiz.  Make sure to bring blank paper for these quizzes.  Questions may not be repeated once the quiz has begun.  Quizzes will be worth 20% of your final grade.  There are no make-up quizzes in this class unless you are able to document a medical emergency.

I would also request that if you are offended by the comments of a fellow class member or myself that you come to me during office hours to discuss the problem with me personally.  In many cases these instances can be used as valuable learning experiences and I will do my best to rectify any problems.

A general note on classroom behavior:  Disrespectful, rude, and unprofessional behavior will not be permitted in this classroom.  Sleeping, side conversations, text messaging, doing work or studying for another class, repeated tardiness, or other disrespectful behavior is unacceptable. SCIENTIFIC METHOD DEFINITIONS
· The METHODS OF SCIENCE are only tools, tools that we use to obtain knowledge about phenomena.

· The SCIENTIFIC METHOD is a set of assumptions and rules about collecting and evaluating data.  The explicitly stated assumptions and rules enable a standard, systematic method of investigation that is designed to reduce bias as much as possible.  Central to the scientific method is the collection of data, which allows investigators to put their ideas to an empirical test, outside of or apart from their personal biases.  In essence, stripped of all its glamour, scientific inquiry is nothing more THAN A WAY OF LIMITING FALSE CONCLUSIONS ABOUT NATURAL EVENTS.
Knowledge of which the credibility of a profession is based must be objective and verifiable (testable) rather than subjective and untestable.

· SCIENCE is a mode of controlled inquiry to develop an objective, effective, and credible way of knowing.

The assumptions one makes regarding the basic qualities of human nature (that is, cognitive, affective, behavioral, and physiological processes) affect how one conceptualizes human behavior.

The two basic functions of scientific approach are 1) advance knowledge, to make discoveries, and to learn facts in order to improve some aspect of the world, and 2) to establish relations among events, develop theories, and this helps professionals to make predictions of future events.


Research Design in Counseling

Heppner, Kivlighan, and Wampold

· A THEORY is a large body of interconnected propositions about how some portion of the world operates; a HYPOTHESIS is a smaller body of propositions.  HYPOTHESES are smaller versions of theories.  Some are derived or born from theories.  Others begin as researchers’ hunches and develop into theories.

· The PHILOSOPHY OF SCIENCE decrees we can only falsify, not verify (prove), theories because we can never be sure that any given theory provides the best explanation for a set of observations.


Research Method in Social Relations

Kidder

· THEORIES are not themselves directly proved or disproved by research.  Even HYPOTHESES cannot be proved or disproved directly.  Rather, research may either support or fail to support a particular hypothesis derived from a theory. 

Scientific research has four general goals: (1) to describe behavior, (2) to predict behavior, (3) to determine the causes of behavior, and (4) to understand or explain behavior.

Methods In Behavioral Research;
             Cozby
· In order to verify the reliability and validity of scientific research it is important to replicate the results.  It is the preponderance of evidence that establishes/supports the theory.
