COURSE:  ENT 301 - Entrepreneurship


This course is a participatory laboratory for discovery through experiences: We will all learn         from the sharing of different points of view, experiences and perspectives.   To facilitate learning a variety            of communication approaches are integrated.   We will work in teams for the purpose of completing group assignments as well as developing specific communication and teaming skills.
