Course Description

This course introduces prospective educators to the field of education in general and to the Chaminade University Education Program in particular.  Content includes research in the field of education, observation techniques and practices, lesson planning, and writing a research paper using the APA style.  Course prerequisites are a minimum of 30 college credits, EN 102, COM 140, and PSY 101.  Course is graded as credit-no credit.

A number of issues in education will be explored and a variety of teaching and learning methods will be used including lectures, group discussions, hands-on activities, and student presentations.
