This is a course in forensic photography.  It also includes a laboratory Section which must be taken with the lecture portion.  This course will begin with basic photography and then move concentration to more advanced techniques, many of which require a rather advanced understanding of photographic theory.  We will be looking at photo microscopy, laser photography, luminescence and fluorescence photography, time lapse photography, special effects, filtration, advanced lighting techniques and research in the photographic field.
Students will have projects to work on during the semester and will be graded on the product presented in each assignment.  These projects will require outside effort   Students are encouraged to work together in the beginning and will progress to work that will require individual effort.  Students are encouraged to request my assistance as you feel the need.
This course is intensive and will require you to read all the material prior to coming to class.  If you do not keep up with the reading and do not put in the practice time on the camera, you will not make it through this course.  Please keep in mind that photography is required for most forensic jobs.  It will be very difficult to find a position without photographic skills.

Objectives:

Upon completion of this course you will be able to:

1. Conduct most technical photographic assignments commonly found in the crime scene unit and the forensic laboratory.    

2. Understand and be capable of making the proper decisions concerning how to accomplish assignments with no known protocols available to you.

3. How to conduct photographic research.

4. Write photographic and research reports.
5. Produce demonstrative photographic exhibits for court purposes.

6. Testify regarding photography.

Attendance:

It will include a Title Page, Index, each assignment that will include photographs submitted, the camera/flash settings, title of each photograph, and Photographic Report for each assignment. The assignment shall be submitted as a folder (ie. binder) containing all material.  Photographs shall be in color.  I will provide examples in class. This should be submitted as described above.  You DO NOT NEED TO HAVE PHOTOS PRINTED COMMERCIALLY!  It can be submitted on plain paper and printed on a computer printer, in color.
