	ACADEMIC REQUIREMENTS:
	Academic Requirements:
A.     Participation - Students will be evaluated on their participation in class by contributing to weekly discussions. On-Line Discussions -Learning is a collaborative endeavor. You will be required to do weekly on-line discussions. Each week, you will need to read the postings of your classmates and/ or professor; and write a meaningful response/reflection to them. You must make a minimum of two responses per week. (20 points, 2 points per week).Complete assigned readings each week. Entries should reflect an understanding and mastery of the text. 
B.     Assignments must be submitted by midnight Pacific Time on the assigned day. I reside in Oregon, therefore, when I make assignments due at 11:59 pm…I am uncertain if the Assignment will be due based on my time zone. Please let me know if you experience any difficulty with submitting assignments via email. Late assignments will receive a maximum of half credit, ie.; a 20 pts. paper will not be assigned a grade higher than 10 pts., if received after midnight of the due date. 
C.     Check Announcements Daily for important updates and suggestions. Check Canvas and Chaminade Student Email Daily. 
D.    Weekly Discussions-Students must be prepared to discuss weekly readings in Weekly Discussion threads located on LEFT of your screen. Each Week is listed separately. Every week look for appropriate thread to share your responses with your classmates. Post by Tuesday.
E.      Observation –Submit to Assignments. Child Observation: select a child (other than your own) in an infant , preschool, kindergarten, or  primary grade setting and arrange to observe them for 45 to 60 minutes. Pretend that you are this child’s caretaker/teacher, what would you focus your observations on and why? What is your intent? Why are observations important? How would you record your observations to make them useful for yourself? Remember, observations are totally what you see happening, there are no assumptions made or judgments, it’s simply a recording of what you see. It is important to remain objective and report the facts NOT your subjective opinion. 
Write Up: upon completion of this observation time, review your observations. Write up your reflections: what did you learn from this experience? What will you need to do more inquiry or learning about, in order to get better at making observations? What have you read thus far in this course that helped you to make good observations? When did you struggle with making observations? Did it help to have an intent? 
Include in your write up a description of the child and the setting in which the child was observed. Include your intent for the observation (ie. social skills with peers, etc.) and why you selected that. Once you’ve reviewed your observations, I’d like for you to then, use what you’ve learned and read to consider some strengths and weaknesses of this child. I realize that this is just one observation, but I’d like for you to push your thinking, like a teacher or caretaker. You observed this, so now what? What are some strengths and weaknesses of this child, in relation to the intent of your observations? You cannot and should not try to observe everything. You won’t see or find anything of importance with that approach. You need to focus your observations. Your final summary paragraph should include a statement of why observations are such an important teaching, assessing, and reflective tool for early childhood educators.
There is no word count or page count requirement for this assignment. I want you to explore this topic for yourself and do whatever is necessary to facilitate your own learning. (10 points)
Curriculum Plan: Develop a curriculum plan based on one of the theories/ program philosophies presented in your etext. Be sure to include developmentally appropriate activities specific to your chosen age group.
 ( Infant to Primary Grades). Be sure to address specific needs like multiculturalism, educational diversity, technology, and individual guidance. Which activities will be small or large group?…which will be one on one or independent in nature? Include a basic description of your activities and additions to your learning centers, It can be helpful to pick a general theme and adapt your centers accordingly with extensions of the main concepts you desire to address. Please note any specific modifications to the curriculum that you will make for individual children you have observed or assessed in need of a varied teaching approach. There are usually 2 or 3 children at least who will need that little bit extra…how will you accomplish your own teaching goals for these kids? Use your imagination or base your plan off your own experience. Have fun with this!
Weekly Summary- Every Sunday you will be asked to reflect on the week’s material and to elaborate using your own personal experiences. Hopefully, over the course of the week you will have come to new conclusions or gained a fresh perspective on the weekly topic. Post to Weekly Summary under Discussions.  You should have ten weekly summaries at end of course. .
