COURSE DESCRIPTION:
ID 310 is a requirement for all Interior Design majors.  It covers the history of interior design, furnishings and architecture as it relates to ID.   Knowledge of the past is important to the ID student, even though the field is ever-changing. Reinterpretations of past styles resound through history, i.e. Post-Modernism’s reinterpretation of Art Deco. 

This class presents material in chronological order. At frequent intervals, important slide exams will be placed on Canvas; download them right away. At the beginning of each class, a pool of slides will be shown of previous critical material, and you can make notes on the list of these downloaded slides. Use this "mini-review" to good advantage; cramming for THIS class is a poor idea.  There are several general textbooks on this subject, and you may be able to purchase them on-line at far less than the rather expensive prices for new textbooks.  See the instructor for a list.  

Before each exam there is a thorough review of the material. Audio taping this review helps many students.  
COURSE OUTCOMES:

Upon successful completion of this course, the student will demonstrate an:

· Understanding of the placement of art within its historical context; 
· Ability to recognize important aspects of a style, country, or movement; 
· Ability to use this understanding and ability to contextualize a given piece of art or artistic movement.
· This course addresses CIDA Standard 10, in which you understand art and architecture in socio-political context and beyond, so that this knowledge can be applied in future E+ID courses.

COURSE REQUIREMENTS AND GRADING POLICY:

Examinations are the main criteria for grade. All students must take the exams; the following comparative analysis paper opportunity will only be offered students who have taken the exams.


Makeup exams are a serious matter. Students will notify the instructor BEFORE the exam, then bring in a verifiable excuse, such as a service station invoice, doctor's slip, etc. It is the student's responsibility to abide by these two conditions and the instructor's prerogative to refuse a makeup. The makeup will be scheduled by the instructor, and if the student is again absent, he or she will be given a zero. In fairness to other students, a different, more challenging makeup exam will be administered, i.e. instead of multiple choice, you will be required to write in the answers.  If it is at all possible to take the test on time, make every effort to do so rather than risk a more difficult exam. 
A Comparative Analysis Paper is required of all students. This will be written in a strict format, which will be clearly stated in a student handout which will be placed shortly on Canvas.  Additionally, you are required to present this paper to the class, using slides to make your points.  Given that you will have had time to write this paper, its deadline is absolute; better to turn in a poor paper of 50% rather than miss the deadline and have a 0% factored into your course grade.  The paper and its presentation addresses the CIDA requirement of having ID students be able to clearly articulate and present their thoughts.  
THERE IS ABSOLUTELY NO EXTRA CREDIT IN THIS COURSE – It is manifestly unfair for any teacher to extend a special opportunity without extending it to everyone in the class.   

Grading scale: A: 100-90, B: 89-80, C: 79-70, D: 69-60. Please note that this scale may be different from other instructors. Each exam, including the final, will be equally weighted.
