Catalogue Description - PH 100 Introduction to Philosophy:
A study of the nature of philosophical thought and methods by examining actual examples from a selection of classical Greek, medieval Christian, and modern European philosophers. Students will develop an understanding of the ways in which western culture functions.

Course Learning Outcomes:
In order that the students may have a better understanding of what they will learn in Philosophy 100, the following outcomes are provided.  Through the course, the student will:
 1. Demonstrate familiarity with the major philosophers, ideas and development of western thought by identifying and explaining these in an essay and exam.
 2. Be able to articulate the central philosophical issues of western thought through participation in class discussion and by means of written assignments.
 3. Begin to think philosophically by reflecting on her/his own views of these issues and demonstrate this reflective process in class discussions and in written journal entries.
 
Assignments: 
· Attendance:  You are expected to attend all classes.
· Online Material:  You are expected to go through all of the online material each week.
· Reading:  There are weekly reading assignments.
· Discussion Postings: You must make at least three quality online discussion postings per unit.
· Reflections:  You must write a Reflection for each unit.
· Exams: There are 3 Exams in this course.

Points will be awarded as follows:
Discussion Postings: 60 points (5 points X 12 Units)
Reflections:  120 points (10 points X 12 Unit Reflections)
Exams: 120 points (40 points X 3 Exams)


Course Grade: You will be able to earn a maximum of 300 points in this course. The number of points that you earn will determine your final grade for the course.
If you earn 90% to 100% of the points you will get a grade of “A” for the course.
