Course Description
CUH 100 is a one-semester hour seminar course, open only to first-year students, which provides an introduction to the nature of a university education and a general orientation to the functions and resources of Chaminade University.  The course is designed to help you adjust to college life, gain a better understanding of the learning process, and develop good academic skills that will benefit you in other classes.  After this course is completed, you will possess a wide variety of tools that will help lead you to personal, professional, and academic success.  
This is an online Hybrid-course that will require participation online as well as attendance at the scheduled class times.

Mission Statement and Marianist Values

Academic Honesty

Academic dishonesty may include theft of records, alteration or grades, plagiarism, and cheating. Punishment for academic dishonesty may range from an “F” grade on the assignment to an “F” for the course to suspension or dismissal from the University.
Plagiarism:

Plagiarism is presenting the work of another as your own.  The guidelines for plagiarism are in the General Catalog (online). They include, but are not limited to, the following:

1. Complete or partial copying directly from a published or unpublished source without proper acknowledgment to the author.  Minor changes in wording or syntax are not sufficient to avoid charges of plagiarism.  Proper acknowledgement (citation) of the source is always mandatory.

1. Paraphrasing the work of another without proper acknowledgement.

1. Submitting as one's own original work (however freely given or purchased) the original exam, research paper, manuscript, report, computer file, or other assignment that has been prepared by another individual.  (Chaminade General Catalog, online).

Any student caught plagiarizing will receive a failing grade for the paper.
Attendance Policy
Students are expected to participate in the online activities each week.  Students should notify their instructors when illness prevents them from participating online and make arrangements to complete missed assignments.  Notification may be done by emailing your instructor and TA.  More than one week of non-participation must be reported to the Director of Academic Advising and the Records Office by the instructor.  Federal regulations require active attendance for continuing payment of financial aid.  If attendance is not continuous, financial aid may be terminated.
