CATALOG DESCRIPTION:
NUR 303 Complex Disease III (4 credits)
This course incorporates the nursing process theory related to care of adults needing restorative and maintenance care and has a medical/surgical focus. In addition, a holistic approach will be emphasized in studying the following systems: Perioperative nursing, immunology, endocrine and metabolism, gastrointestinal, kidney and urinary, burns, neurological disorders. Content will build on previous knowledge related to the complexities of disease and acute versus chronic conditions. 

IMPORTANT NOTE:
NUR 303 has both a didactic and clinical section.  Students must meet the requirements of both sections in order to pass this course. Please remember that students must meet the requirements of BOTH sections to pass NUR 303.  The clinical practicum evaluation is graded as Satisfactory or Unsatisfactory.  You must pass Nursing 303 with a grade of “C” and achieve an average score of 70% on exams or better and receive a satisfactory evaluation in Clinical Practicum to pass the class.  Failure in either will result in failure of the course and you will not be permitted to progress in the nursing program.

Required Equipment:
iPads or laptop computers are required for class sessions.  There are multiple online modules, e-texts, and we will be doing many things in class requiring computer access. Outlets are not always available for use so please bring your device fully charged.
A small folder with sheet protectors is also required for clinical.  I will show you the specific type in class on the first day.  These can be purchased cheapest from Fisher Hawaii.  It is a requirement that you have this folder with the required documents, posted in Canvas, with you for each clinical learning experience.  A failure to have this with you at your assigned clinical experience will be considered unsatisfactory and you will be sent home from clinical and have a make up section.
Required Programs:
Remind: If you still have not signed up for Remind, you need to do so by the completion of the first day of class.  A failure to do so may result in your missing valuable information that could affect your course success. Students must sign up for NUR303 as well as their clinical Remind course name provided by your clinical instructor.
ATI: In this course, you will be assigned a number of ATI modules in the medical-surgical content.  Make sure you are able to fully access this program by the first day of class.  If you are having difficulty, contract the ATI technical support team.




ATI POLICY FOR NUR 303
During near the end of this course you will take the ATI RN Proctored Assessment: ATI Medical-Surgical.
Prior to giving the proctored ATI examination in the course the student will be required to complete multiple practice exams.  It is strongly recommended that one of these practice exams be completed in a ‘simulated NCLEX’ testing environment. The student will take a proctored assessment upon completion and submission of assigned focused reviews.
If a student obtains a level 2 or above on the proctored ATI exam, the student will receive 100% for the ATI portion of the grade. If a student obtains a level 1 on the proctored ATI exam, the student will receive 50% for the ATI portion of the grade. If a student obtains below a level 1 on the proctored ATI exam, the student will receive 0% for the ATI portion of the grade.No student will be offered a second attempt of an ATI proctored exam.
ATI proctored exams can be assigned a maximum of 10% of the course grade. 

* Instructions regarding the Proctored Exam 
1. Complete ATI assigned modules/tutorials.
2. Nurse Logic 2.0 tutorials and Learning System tutorials within 48 hours of taking the proctored practice exam.
3. Attain a 90% score on each of the targeted exams and the practice exam 2016 Medical-Surgical form A  (exam may only be taken once every 24 hours).
4. You will then take practice exam 2016 form B Medical-Surgical in a proctored, NCLEX-style environment.
5. After taking a practice exam form B, the student must go to the ATI focused review Web site and select “all missed topics” to review.
6. The student is required to complete a handwritten active learning activity for each topic reviewed and submit a hardcopy to the faculty member for practice exam B.
7. The faculty member will turn on the rationales for the right and wrong answers for the practice ATI exams in preparation for the proctored exams after the assigned submission date of the focused review.
8. Students will review the rationales for each question prior to the actual graded proctored exam.
9. Students will come and take the proctored ATI examinations in an NCLEX-style environment.  

ATI grading: 

Level 2:
If a student achieves a level 2 or above on the proctored ATI exam, the student will receive 100% for the ATI portion of the course grade.

Level 1:
If a student achieves a level 1 on the proctored ATI exam, the student will receive 50% for the ATI portion of the grade.

Below level 1:
If a student achieves a below level 1 on the proctored ATI exam, the student will receive 0% for the ATI portion of the grade.

**No student will be offered a second attempt of an ATI proctored examination.

Academic Honesty: Nursing students are responsible for promoting academic honesty in all educational settings. It is the responsibility of the learner to clarify if an assignment is group work.
 
Course Atmosphere:  This course is taught using the scrambled classroom teaching strategy. This means that the student is an active learner within the classroom setting.  The student is expected to read and complete learning activities prior to the classroom period in order to complete classroom activities that apply the content learned to a patient care situation. The Canvas learning community will be utilized extensively and all students are expected to keep up with announcements, and submit deliverables on time.  

Cell Phones:  Use of music devices and cell phones is prohibited during all Nursing classes at Chaminade, unless specifically permitted by your instructor.  Use of cell phones and music devices in the laboratory, simulation, or clinical settings is a safety and privacy issue. Attendance:  Attendance is mandatory for all students.   Students are expected to participate in all weekly discussion threads.  Each student will be encouraged to develop a professional work ethic that reflects personal responsibility, initiative, and teamwork. Students should notify their faculty coordinator by phone for any absence. Any student who stops attending class or clinical without officially withdrawing may receive a failing grade.  Unexcused absences equivalent to more than a week of class may lead to a grade reduction for the course.  Any absence of two weeks or more must be reported to the Associate Provost and the Records Office by the instructor.

Confidentiality, Unacceptable Practice (unsafe, unethical, or illegal):
Students are expected to maintain patient confidentiality at all times.  No computer printouts, or any form of patient record, are to be removed from the clinical setting.  Patient records are NOT to be photocopied.  To do so will result in clinical failure.  Please read the HIPAA regulations for your agency, sign acknowledgement form as required, and submit to appropriate clinical instructor or Course Leader.  
A failure to close out completely from a facility computer with patient information is a HIPAA violation and will be treated accordingly. This includes screens that have been minimized. This is a federal law and compliance is mandatory.
A failure to cover patient information on your clipboard or notepad is another example of HIPAA violation.

Patient identifiers, such as:  name, clinical facility, DOB, SS#, home address and telephone number, city/county/region, employer, names of relatives/significant others must be removed or omitted from all written work.  All written work with patient care information (such as daily patient care plans with vital signs and physical assessment notes) must be shredded at the end of the clinical day.  Students are also expected to delete from their computer files all coursework at the end of the semester and return any I.D. and/or parking badges to the respective clinical sites. Students are responsible for any replacement fees attached to lost IDs or parking badges.

GRADING
Multiple choice exams: 
Exams will be created to reflect both the Program Learning Outcomes (PLO) and Course Learning Outcomes. Questions will require application, analysis, synthesis, critical thinking, and clinical reasoning.  Assessment exams may be paper and pencil or computer based. 
Course Exam Policy:
In order to pass this course the student must obtain a 70% or higher cumulative average on the examinations in this course. All assignments must be successfully completed in order to pass this course. If the student fails to successfully complete all required assignments and/or does not have a cumulative score of at least 70% on all examinations in this course, the maximum grade obtained for the course will be 69%. The ATI proctored examination will not be included in this policy.

PrepU:
In CoursePoint+, students will complete content quizzes demonstrating a mastery level of 5 in each of the assigned areas by the assigned due date in the PrepU website.  Each quiz may be taken repeatedly in order to achieve content mastery level 5. This is considered one assignment for grading and students will only be awarded credit for ALL assigned quizzes achieving mastery 5.  No partial credit will be given.  If one quiz has a lesser mastery level, no credit will be given.  This assignment is worth 5% of the overall course grade.
Evidence-Based Practice Presentation and Paper:
Students are expected to provide evidence of the ability to disseminate information both in professional writing and oral presentation formats.  Students will individually be assigned a pathology topic and will research and create an evidence-based practice paper using the rubric provided for this assignment.  Prior to final submission, students will run their papers through SmartThinking and make suggested revisions prior to submitting into the Canvas grade in box.  Students will demonstrate oral presentations skills by presenting their paper via powerpoint and oral presentation in class at the assigned days and times.  Topics and presentation days are listed in Canvas.  A rubric will be provided for the oral presentation in Canvas.
Medication calculation evaluation: 
Students are expected to show proficiency in safe medication calculation and administration.  In week one, students will sign up with Prof. Peterson for a math evaluation test date.  Complete assigned materials as listed in canvas by Prof. Peterson. Students must pass the math proficiency examination with 100% by week two or receive an unsatisfactory in their clinical portion of the course which would result in a clinical failure for safety.			
	
				
				
				
				


The clinical section of this course is a satisfactory/unsatisfactory grade. The components of this grading will include…
Clinical evaluation: 
The course coordinator will review the clinical evaluation tool in first week of class.  Students will be given weekly written feedback by the clinical instructor via course room email.  If students are deficient in an area, the clinical instructor will assign a timeframe in which to have the issue corrected by.  Failure to correct the deficiency by the assigned time will result in a review of the student’s performance by the course coordinator and may result in a clinical failure at that time.
Weekly Reflective Papers: 
These papers must be HIPAA compliant. No actual patient or staff names or other identifiers can be used. The reflective log must be completed each week no later than midnight 48 hours after your assigned medical-surgical clinical experience. If you have missed a clinical day and require a make-up, your reflective paper will be due no later than midnight, 48 hours after your make-up session.  Students MUST use the weekly reflective journal templates located in doc sharing for each week.  All reflective logs must be in full APA format with a cover page.  A score of satisfactory on the reflective log is required each week.  A score of unsatisfactory will result in the student completing a discharge-teaching plan to make up the requirement.

Clinical Details/Requirements:
Clinical rotations in the nursing program are foundational to the development of the professional nurse and nursing as a practice. Student uniform will depend on the clinical site, and students will be advised of the appropriate uniform to wear prior to clinical experience.  Regardless of the uniform used, your image is representative of the Chaminade University Nurse.  Please read the information about appropriate use of jewelry, make-up and finger nail specifications in your student handbook.
 
Clinical facilities have specific requirements each student must meet; some of these are to be completed before the first day of clinical.  These requirements can be facility orientation to policies, computer systems, and other forms of paperwork.  Please remember that students and faculty of Chaminade are guests in these facilities and we must comply with ALL of the requirements given or the student and/or clinical group will not be allowed to participate in learning experiences at that facility.  A failure to meet these requirements may result in having to withdraw from the course since changing clinical placements after the semester has begun not allowed by the clinical facilities.  See additional details in Student Handbook, Clinical Practicum Course Information, and Chaminade University School of Nursing.

A clinical make-up session will be determined by the course coordinator or clinical instructor.  Students should call/email the clinical instructor within 12 hours of the absence if possible. You are expected to be at the clinical site on time without tardiness.  Students may NOT switch clinical sections as orientation to the clinical site will have occurred.  Do not bring valuables and only bring the assigned equipment.  Clinical facilities do not provide storage for students’ bags.  If you bring your lunch please realize that a refrigerator will not be available for storage so plan accordingly.  Microwaves are usually available in the cafeterias but it is your responsibility to check on this.

Required Clinical Equipment:
It is essential that students come to clinical prepared to provide patient care.  In addition to the uniform requirements, students must have two black pens, a pen light, bandage scissors, stethoscope, clinical binder, and a print out of the weekly clinical assignment.

[bookmark: h1fob9te]Clinical Attendance:   
Attendance is mandatory.  If you must miss a clinical session due to illness, you must call your clinical instructor one hour prior to pre-conference and provide a physician’s note in order to receive a make-up session. If you leave the clinical facility early for any reason, the hours missed will require a make-up session and you will need to provide written documentation explaining the reason the entire clinical session was not completed as scheduled.  A failure to complete all 90 hours will result in a failure of the clinical component for this course.

Clinical Hour Requirements:

Weekly post conference activities will be listed each week in Canvas for those students currently in their medical-surgical clinical rotation. A failure to complete and post the assignments within 48 hours of the clinical learning experience will result in an unsatisfactory for that clinical day requiring a make up session.  Only one clinical day learning experience can be made up.
