	CATALOG DESCRIPTION:
	This is a survey course that introduces the student to the historical, philosophical and sociological development of American education. The class investigates the evolution of education from colonial times until the present and, by focusing on the contribution of key educational leaders and movements, examines the relationship of education to broad cultural movements in American life. The class examines contemporary educational reform movements, both in the private and public sector that are re-shaping education in this country. Finally, through onsite classroom observation and reflection, students will be introduced to the art and science of teaching.

2.   Philosophy of Education
Write a 1 to 2 page paper concisely explaining your philosophy of education.
3.   Signature Assignment Final Paper
Write an 8 page APA format paper which includes three sections.  In the first section, describe how American education has evolved from the mid 1600s to 2017. Write this section of your paper in chronological order and include links to great cultural and social movements in the country that impacted the evolution of American education.  The second section should address the question - What problems/challenges exist in meeting the needs of diverse student populations in todays’ schools? (you will have to do some outside research to write this section).  In the final section,describe your thoughts on the future directions you see for education in America.  Make sure to provide citations and a reference page.
