CATALOG COURSE DESCRIPTION:
 
This course surveys the major theories and concepts in the study of behavior, and it provides an introduction to the psychological aspects of sensory processes, normal and abnormal development, learning, drives, emotions, and social behavior.

6.    Knowledge of the major theories, concepts, and research findings that represent the scientific perspective in the investigation of psychological disorders and their treatments.
7.    Knowledge of the major theories, concepts, and research findings that represent the scientific perspective in the study of social and cultural influences on human social behavior.
8.    Knowledge of stress management and the ability to apply it toward analyzing, under-standing, and engaging it in everyday life situations.
9.    The history of psychology, and knowledge of the influential psychologists who developed the field.
10. Evolutionary theory and its importance for understanding the field of psychology.
11. The Chaminade University Marianist Values.

Each week, students will be required to participate in the discussion.  Students MUST RESPOND initially to the instructor’s question. 
In addition, students will RESPOND to at least one fellow student’s post, thoughtfully and constructively, in order to receive full points. 
Please respond constructively, substantively (of substance), respectfully, and professionally.  If you reference material in your response, please cite the information.  
** Give the initial question “academic” thought before responding to the board. Take time to read about the concept, analyze the information, and reflect accordingly. This is called Critical Thinking.  Write complete sentences, and write at least one to two paragraphs in your reflections. Explain your decisions and ideas.

Minimum number of qualitative posts weekly: At least 2 posts per question.
Total discussion points during semester:  100
2. Weekly Homework Assignments (@20 points):
Students will be responsible for reading the text, watching relevant assigned videos, and answering questions that relate to the main chapter topics.  
Students are required to submit work to the HOMEWORK DROP BOX, in order to receive a grade on the work. If you are able, please Copy and Paste your answers into the drop box (you may additionally upload a copy of your document attachment, as a back-up).  Copying and pasting into the drop box allows me to immediately view your answers and provide feedback and a grade. Please write complete sentences, and thoroughly respond to each question.   Total points during semester= 200
3.      DIARY - REFLECTION (@10each) – Students will have five DIARY assignments throughout the term. This will give you an opportunity to reflect and share information about yourself (read only by the instructor). Please reflect upon each question, and submit your response to the corresponding DIARY DROP BOX.  Again, if able, please copy and paste into the drop box for grading (you may also upload your document as a back-up ).         Total points during the semester = 50
4.      Short Research Paper (@ 50pts) – Required - Personality Theory Preference – DUE WEEK  9 – DUE JUNE 11  (Start early and complete on time) 
Consider the perspectives of personality from Ch. 12. You will select a perspective you find yourself agreeing with. (Select from Psychodynamic, Humanistic, Trait, Personological, Social-Cognitive, or Biological).  Write a full- 3 page paper, (no more than three, please), describing the perspective you chose, what you like about the perspective, and how you would apply the theory to help solve someone’s problem (use your imagination).

Please use one-inch margins, 12-point Font, and at least ONE official source.  Students are required to cite the source every time a statement is taken from that source.  Make sure you paraphrase the information and CITE the source. Example: (Wallace, 2016).  If you use your text, you’ll cite, (King, 2014). Your fourth page will be the Reference Page, listing your full source/references in the APA writing style.   
Total Points during semester:  (50).

SCIENTIFIC   METHOD   DEFINITIONS
The METHODS OF SCIENCE are only tools; tools that we use to obtain knowledge about phenomena.
The SCIENTIFIC METHOD is a set of assumptions and rules about collecting and evaluating data.  The explicitly stated assumptions and rules enable a standard, systematic method of investigation that is designed to reduce bias as much as possible.  Central to the scientific method is the collection of data, which allows investigators to put their ideas to an empirical test, outside of or apart from their personal biases.  In essence, stripped of all its glamour, scientific inquiry is nothing more THAN A WAY OF LIMITING FALSE CONCLUSIONS ABOUT NATURAL EVENTS.
   
Knowledge of which the credibility of a profession is based must be objective and verifiable (testable) rather than subjective and untestable.
     
SCIENCE is a mode of controlled inquiry to develop an objective, effective, and credible way of knowing.
The assumptions one makes regarding the basic qualities of human nature (that is, cognitive, affective, behavioral, and physiological processes) affect how one conceptualizes human behavior.
    
The two basic functions of scientific approach are: 1) advance knowledge, to make discoveries, and to learn facts in order to improve some aspect of the world; and 2) to establish relations among events and develop theories, and this helps professional to make predictions of future events.
Research Design and Counseling;  Heppner, Kivlighan, and Wampold

A THEORY is a large body of interconnected propositions about how some portion of the world operates; an HYPOTHESIS is a smaller body of propositions.  HYPOTHESES are smaller versions of theories.  Some are derived or born from theories.  Others begin as researchers’ hunches and develop into theories.
The PHILOSOPHY OF SCIENCE decrees we can only falsify, not verify or prove theories because we can never be sure that any given theory provides the best explanation for a set of observations.

Research Method in Social Relations;  Kidder
THEORIES are not themselves directly proved or disproved by research.  Even HYPOTHESES cannot be proved or disproved directly.  Rather, research may either support or fail to support a particular hypothesis derived from a theory.
Scientific research has four general goals:  (1) to describe behavior, (2) to predict behavior, (3) to determine the causes of behavior, and  (4) to understand or explain behavior.
Methods in Behavioral Research; Cozby
In order to verify the reliability and validity of scientific research it is important to replicate the results.  It is the preponderance of evidence that establishes/supports theory.      
 

AN EDUCATION IN THE MARIANIST TRADITION IS MARKED BY 5 PRINCIPLES:
Educate for Formation in Faith
     Catholic Universities affirm an intricate relationship between reason and faith.  As important as discursive and logical formulations and critical thinking are, they are not able to capture all that can be and ought to be learned.  Intellectual rigor, coupled with respectful humility, provides a more profound preparation for both career and life.  Intellectual rigor characterizes the pursuit of all that can be learned.  Respectful humility reminds people of faith that they need to learn from those who are of other faiths and cultures, as well as from those who may have no religious faith at all.
 
Provide an Excellent Education
     In the Marianist approach to education, “excellence” includes the whole person, not just the technician or rhetorician.  Marianist universities educate whole persons, developing their physical, psychological, intellectual, moral, spiritual, and social qualities.  Faculty and students attend to fundamental moral attitudes, develop their personal talents and acquire skills that will help them learn all their lives.  The Marianist approach to education links theory and practice, liberal and professional education.  Our age has been deeply shaped by science and technology.  Most recently, information and educational technologies have changed the way faculty and students re-search and teach.  At Marianist universities two goals are pursued simultaneously: an appropriate use of information technology for learning, and the enhancement of interaction between students and teachers.  As Catholic, Marianist universities seek to embrace diverse peoples and under-stand diverse cultures, convinced that ultimately, when such people come together, one of the highest purposes of education is realized: a human community that respects every individual within it. 
 
Educate in Family Spirit
     Known for their strong sense of community, Marianists have traditionally spoken of this sense of  “family spirit.”  Marianist educational experience fosters the development of a community characterized by a sense of family spirit that accepts each person with loving respect, and draws everyone in the university into the challenge of community building.  Family spirit also enables Marianist universities to challenge their students, faculty and staff to excellence and maturity, be-cause the acceptance and love of a community gives its members the courage to risk failure and the joy of sharing success.
 
Educate for Service, Justice and Peace
     The Marianist approach to higher education is deeply committed to the common good.  The intellectual life itself is undertaken as a form of service in the interest of justice and peace, and the university curriculum is designed to connect the classroom with the wider world.  In addition, Marianist universities extend a special concern for the poor and marginalized, and promote the dignity, rights and responsibilities of all people.
 
Educate for Adaptation and Change
     In the midst of rapid social and technological change, Marianist universities readily adapt and change their methods and structures so that the wisdom of their educational philosophy and spirituality may be transmitted even more fully.  “New times call for new methods, Father Chaminade often repeated.  The Marianist University faces the future confidently, on the one hand knowing that it draws on a rich educational philosophy, and on the other fully aware for that philosophy to remain vibrant in changing times, adaptations need to be met.
