 Catalogue Description - PH 100 Introduction to Philosophy:
A study of the nature of philosophical thought and methods by examining actual examples from a selection of classical Greek, medieval Christian, and modern European philosophers. Students will develop an understanding of the ways in which western culture functions.


General Education Learning Outcomes for Philosophy from Student Handbook:
 Students who successfully complete the General Education Core program will:
 1. Demonstrate an understanding of the broad themes found in the Western philosophical tradition. 
 2. Demonstrate skills and techniques necessary to successfully execute critical and creative literary papers.
 3. Identify and discuss literary themes and universal concepts present in literary texts, including, but not limited to, the exploration of truth, faith, and ethics. 


Course Learning Outcomes:
In order that the students may have a better understanding of what they will learn in Philosophy 100, the following outcomes are provided.  Through the course, the student will:
1. Demonstrate a deeper understanding of philosophers and philosophical ideas through written reflections, quizzes, and participation in class discussion.

2. Clarify one's own ideas on philosophy and living and demonstrate this increased clarity through written reflections and class discussions.
3. Be an active and caring member of a classroom community of inquiry and demonstrate this through responses to classmates' discussion postings.

 
4. Strengthen one's thinking, inquiry, and writing skills and demonstrate this through written reflections, quizzes, and class discussions.


 
Assignments: 
· Online Material:  You are expected to go through all of the online material each week.
· Reading:  Each week there are 1 or 2 reading assignments.
· Discussion Postings: You must make at least six quality online discussion postings per week.
· Book Reflections:  You have to write a 11 one page Book Reflection papers.
· Extended Reflection:  You must write a final 5 page Extended Reflection.
 
Points will be awarded as follows:
Discussion Postings:  Each Unit you must make at least 3 postings on a Discussion Board.  12 Discussion Boards X 10 points = 120 points
Online Material Quizzes:  Each Unit you must take a quiz which assesses whether or not you have gone through and understood all of that week's online content.  12 Online Material Quizzes X  10 points = 120 points
Book Reflections: You must complete 11 reading assignments and submit a one page written reflection on your reading.  11 Book Reflections X 10 points = 110 points
Extended Reflection: You must submit an approximately 5 page long Extended Reflection. 1 Extended Reflection X 50 points = 50 points

Course Grade:  The number of points that you earn will determine your final grade for the course.
 If you earn 360-400 points (90-100%), you will get a grade of “A” for the course.
 If you earn 320-359 points (80-89%), you will get a grade of “B” for the course.
 If you earn 280-319 points (70-79%), you will get a grade of “C” for the course.
 If you earn 240-279 points (60% to 69%), you will get a grade of “D” for the course.
 If you earn 239 points or below (59% and below), you will get a grade of “F” for the course.
 
 
Due Date:  There is a strict weekly due date of 11:59 p.m. each Sunday night for all weekly discussion postings.  There is a suggested time-line for submitting all other assignments on the Course Schedule.  The last day to submit all book reflections, the extended reflection, online material quizzes, and discussion postings is Sunday, August 13.
