Course Description
The course includes the instruction and practice in identifying, retrieving, evaluating, and summarizing sources appropriate for a college level research paper.  

Student Learning Outcomes
 By the end of the course the student will 
· retrieve information from various sources (printed sources and online sources)
· evaluate the validity of source information
· distinguish between facts and opinions
· summarize articles.

3. Submitting work prepared by another as one’s own. (Chaminade Catalog, online).
