Topics include social responsibility, 
organizational misbehavior, applications of moral philosophies, framing, improving
creativity, hypothesis testing, utility analysis, and other quantitative and qualitative 
decision methods.

Exams	

The exams include multiple choice, true/false and short answer/essay questions. 
Exams are comprehensive and will reflect classroom discussion of readings, videos
shown and/or work assignments.

Research Paper	

You will research and write a paper on a subject that is pertinent to the course content 
and goals. The instructor will provide you with a list of four topics from which to choose 
at the beginning of the course. The text of the paper must be a minimum of ten pages 
(maximum of twelve) and utilize at least five scholarly references. Papers must utilize 
APA format. Plagiarism shall result in failure of the course. Turnitin.com will be used  
to evaluate plagiarism. Grades for late papers will be reduced by one letter 
grade for each two days of delay and will not be accepted more than one week 
after the date due. Any student who fails to submit a paper will receive a grade of 
F in the course. Papers prepared for other classes are not acceptable.
