CATALOG DESCRIPTION:
NUR 405 Complex Disease III (4 credits)
This clinical course continues to look at the complexity of disease and focuses on the care of adults needing complex restorative and maintenance interventions in the area of critical care. Prerequisites: BI 151 and BI 151L, BI 152 and BI 152L, CH 201andCH 201L, CH 254 and CH 254L, MA 107, NUR 190, NUR 290, NU291, NUR 201, NUR 202, NUR 203, NUR 204, NUR 206, NUR 301, NUR 304, NUR 305
IMPORTANT NOTE:
· NUR 405 has both a didactic and clinical section.  Students must meet the requirements of BOTH sections in order to pass this course.  The clinical practicum evaluation is graded as Satisfactory or Unsatisfactory.  In order to pass the clinical practicum, the student must receive a satisfactory clinical evaluation.  In order to pass the didactic portion of this course the student must obtain a 70% or higher cumulative average on the two unit and final examinations.  In addition, all assignments must be successfully completed.  If the student fails to successfully complete all required assignments and/or does not have a cumulative score of at least 70% on the two unit and final examinations in this course, the maximum grade obtained for the course will be 69%.  In order to pass Nursing 405 the student must obtain a grade of “C” or better and receive a satisfactory evaluation in Clinical Practicum.  Failure in either will result in failure of the course and you will not be permitted to continue in the nursing program progression.

iPads or laptop computers are strongly suggested for class sessions but are not required.  There are multiple on-line modules and we will be performing many activities in class that require computer access.

Evaluation Methods

Didactic Component:
Multiple choice exams: Exams will be created to reflect both the Program Learning Outcomes (PLO) and Course Learning Outcomes. Questions will require recall, critical thinking, and clinical reasoning.  Questions will incorporate ATI focused review resources. There will be 50 -100 questions on every exam. The final exam will be cumulative and have 100 questions. In order to pass the didactic portion of this course the student must obtain a 70% or higher cumulative average on these multiple choice examinations.
Medication calculation evaluation: this semester you will be learning critical care dosage calculations of medications.  You will be tested on this material.

Case studies and interactive scenarios will be utilized to learn concepts.  Assignments related to case studies and interactive sessions will be graded.

ECG Interpretation Exam: an on-line resource will be utilized to practice and learn ECG interpretation.  You will be required to take the exam on the on-line resource.

ATI/medical/surgical nursing & pharmacology standardized testing

ATI On-line Skills Modules: the quizzes associated with on-line skills modules will be graded.

Course Point Computer Adaptive Testing on PrepU: computer adaptive quizzes will be assigned based on the chapters in your Hinkle & Cheever textbook.  The benchmark for the computer adaptive quizzes is a level 7 and will be graded as follows:

· Level 7- 8 = 100%

· Level 6 = 85%

· Level 5 = 75%

ATI Standardized Testing Grading Criteria:

Medical-Surgical ATI: 

Required Preparation:
1. Prior to taking the proctored Medical/Surgical ATI examination you will be required to complete both non-proctored 2016 versions of the exam by the following date: Sunday, September 17, 2017.
2. Utilize the non-proctored exams to study.  When you take the non-proctored exams the first time, study the areas that you missed by utilizing the focused review tool provided by ATI.  In addition, complete a focused review on the proctored medical/surgical ATI exam you took in NUR 303.

3. On the ATI focused review Web site select “all missed topics” to review.  Read and view all the material provided by ATI to study.

4. Once you have read and viewed all the material provided by ATI, complete the active learning template for each topic reviewed and turn in to your instructor by the following date: Thursday, September 21, 2017.
5. Once you have turned in the active learning templates, your instructor will turn on the rationales for the right and wrong answers for the non-proctored ATI examinations.

6. Take the exams again and this time read the rationales provided by ATI for the right and wrong answers (even if you obtained the correct answer); this will help you study the material.

7. Once you have completed the study requirements delineated above, you may take the proctored Medical/Surgical ATI examination which is tentatively scheduled for Friday, October 13, 2017.
A. Grading & Required Remediation:
1. The Medical Surgical ATI Examination will be worth 10% of your final grade in this course.

2. If you obtain a level 2 or above on the proctored medical/surgical ATI exam, you will receive 100% for this portion of your grade.

3. If you score a level 1on the proctored medical/surgical ATI exam, you will receive 50% for this portion of your grade.

4. If you score below a level 1 on the proctored medical/surgical ATI exam, you will receive 0% for this portion of your grade.

5. There will be no retakes for this examination.  However, a remediation assignment will be required.
Pharmacology ATI: 

Required Preparation:
1. During finals week of the spring 17 semester, you took a practice-proctored pharmacology ATI exam.  Based on those results, you were provided with a study plan, which included ATI medication active learning templates for the following drugs: Propylithiouracil • Atorvastatin • Cefazolin • Gentamycin • Buproprion • Captopril • Digoxin • Amitriptyline • Fluoxetine • Oxybutinin • Isoniazid • Mannitol • Meclopromide • Nitroglycerine (SL, IV, patch) • Hydrocodone • Fluexitine • Ranitidine • Sucralfate • Furosemide • Methylprednisone • Dantrolene • Oprelvekin • Lithium • Haloperidol.  In addition, you were asked to answer the following questions:
· What medications are used to prevent exercise induced brochospasms? Develop an active learning medication template for those medications. 
· What medications are used for the management of migraines? Develop an active learning template for those medications.
All active learning templates are due in my mailbox by: Tuesday, August 29, 2017.
2. Prior to taking the proctored Pharmacology ATI examination you will be required to complete the non-proctored 2016 B version of the exam and develop active learning templates for all areas missed.  All active learning templates are due in my mailbox by: Tuesday, August 29, 2017.
3. Once you have turned in the active learning templates, your instructor will turn on the rationales for the right and wrong answers for the non-proctored ATI examinations.

4. Take the exams again and this time read the rationales provided by ATI for the right and wrong answers (even if you obtained the correct answer); this will help you study the material.

5. Once you have completed the study requirements delineated above, you may take the proctored Pharmacology ATI examination which is scheduled for Friday, September 8, 2017.
B. Grading & Required Remediation:
1. The Pharmacology ATI Examination will be worth 5% of your final grade in this course.

2. If you obtain a level 2 or above on the proctored Pharmacology ATI exam, you will receive 100% for this portion of your grade.

3. If you score a level 1on the proctored Pharmacology ATI exam, you will receive 50% for this portion of your grade.

4. If you score below a level 1 on the proctored Pharmacology ATI exam, you will receive 0% for this portion of your grade.

5. There will be no retakes for this examination.  However, a remediation assignment will be required.
Clinical Component:
The clinical section of this course is a satisfactory/unsatisfactory grade. The components of this grading will include:
Clinical evaluation: The respective instructor/clinical faculty will distribute and discuss. 

Weekly reflective logs and self-evaluations: The logs must be legible and HIPAA compliant. No actual patient or staff names or other identifiers can be used.  Your reflective log and weekly self-evaluation assignments must be placed in a Word document each week and submitted to the appropriate dropbox no later than two days after your clinical experience and saved to your ePortfolio.
Mini Care Plan: a mini care plan will be completed for each client and will be graded based on a grading rubric.  The clinical instructor will determine when each mini care plan is due.
Assessment Tool Flowsheet: an assessment tool flowsheet will be completed on each client and will be submitted along with the mini care plan.  This tool will be graded based on completeness and accuracy.
Concept Map Care Plan: a concept map care plan will be completed for each client and will be submitted to your clinical instructor the following week.  The concept map care plan will be graded based on a grading rubric.

Attendance:  Class attendance is regarded as an essential part of the educational process Class is mandatory and students are expected to attend all classes.  The classroom is a teaching and learning environment where there is an exchange of knowledge and experience, so it is essential that students attend class and actively participate in classroom activities to maximize individual learning.  Students who are absent from class not only miss a part of the subject matter of the course but also diminish the opportunities for contributing to the learning environment for the entire class. Additional Course Information

All clinical forms are found on Canvas.  Students are responsible for printing any required forms on that site.  Students are expected to keep email/telephone contact information updated in the School of Nursing Office as this is the main form of contact that the clinical faculty will use in order to contact students.  Failure to keep this information updated may result in the student not receiving pertinent clinical information. Each email that is sent directly to the instructor must have ‘NUR 405 clinical, your last name, and a topic’ in the subject line. In addition, students must use their student.chaminade.edu email account when emailing the instructor.  Failure to do so will result in the student’s email not being opened.
Clinical Teaching/Learning Strategies:

Strategies include: case studies; demonstrations; practice application of clinical skills; patient care; interaction with instructor, students, and hospital staff; skills check-off; simulation experiences; weekly clinical worksheets; weekly reflective logs; clinical evaluation. 

Clinical Details/Requirements

Clinical rotations in the nursing program are foundational to the development of the professional nurse and nursing as a practice.  You must dress professionally; wear your unwrinkled uniform, school ID, socks, and wear closed-toe/closed heel shoes (white leather/vinyl).  Only the Chaminade University School of Nursing approved uniforms will be permitted. Your image is representative of the Chaminade University Nurse.  The Chaminade approved uniforms consist of the navy scrubs with school logo and the navy polo with school logo with black slacks to be worn with dark closed toe/closed heel shoes.  Your school picture ID is to be worn at all times unless specified by your clinical instructor.  Your clinical instructor will inform you of when your scrubs will be worn and when your polo and black slacks will be worn.  Please read information about appropriate use of jewelries, make-up and finger nails specifications in your student handbook. 
Clinical facilities have specific requirements each student must meet; some of these are to be completed before the first day of clinical.  These requirements can be facility orientation to policies, computer systems, and other forms of paperwork.  Please remember that students and faculty of Chaminade are guests in these facilities and we must comply with ALL of the requirements given or the student and/or clinical group will not be allowed to participate in learning experiences at that facility.  A failure to meet these requirements may result in having to withdraw from the course since changing clinical placements after the semester has begun not allowed by the clinical facilities.

Clinical Attendance and Participation:

Attendance is mandatory.  If you must miss a clinical session due to illness, you must call your clinical instructor one hour prior to preconference and provide a physician’s note in order to receive a make-up session. You also need to email the course leader within 24 hours of the absence. You are expected to be at the clinical site on time without tardiness.  The first day of clinical will be in the nursing dry lab on campus.  Students may NOT switch clinical sections as orientation to the clinical site will have occurred.  Do not bring valuables and only bring the assigned equipment.  Clinical facilities do not provide storage for students’ bags.  If you bring your lunch please realize that a refrigerator will not be available for storage so plan accordingly.  Microwaves are usually available in the cafeterias but it is your responsibility to check on this.
Confidentiality, Unacceptable Practice (unsafe, unethical, or illegal):

Students are expected to maintain patient confidentiality at all times.  No computer printouts, or any form of patient record, are to be removed from the clinical setting.  Patient records are NOT to be photocopied, to do so will result in clinical failure.  Please read the HIPAA regulations for your agency, sign acknowledgement form as required, and submit to appropriate clinical instructor or Course Leader.  

· A failure to close out completely from a facility computer with patient information is a HIPAA violation and will be treated accordingly. This includes screens that have been minimized. This is a federal law and compliance is mandatory.

· A failure to cover patient information on your clipboard or notepad is another example of HIPAA violation.

Patient identifiers, such as:  name, clinical facility, DOB, SS#, home address and telephone number, city/county/region, employer, names of relatives/significant others must be removed or omitted from all written work.  All written work with patient care information (such as daily patient care plans with vital signs and physical assessment notes) must be shredded at the end of the clinical day.  Students are also expected to delete from their computer files all coursework at the end of the semester and return any I.D. and/or parking badges to the respective clinical sites. Students are responsible for any replacement fees attached for lost IDs or parking badges.
PLEASE NOTE:
While every attempt has been made to prepare this syllabus and class schedule in final form, it may be necessary for the course leader to make changes as may be deemed essential to meet the learning outcomes of the course.
