  COURSE OVERVIEW



Catalog Description: 
The course examines religious perspectives on ethical issues within the context of an ecumenical and inter-religious dialogue in the field of environmental studies, with particular attention paid to contemporary Catholic ethicists. The goals are to assist students in their study and understanding of the personal and social dimensions of these ethical perspectives and learn effective methods for dealing with relevant ethical issues within environmental studies.  This course fulfills the interdisciplinary capstone course requirement.

Orientation:
This study is presented as an interactive, cooperative learning experience coordinated around study units. The online format will provide a look at contemporary environmental issues and how they are viewed and addressed through various intercultural and faith perspectives. Within each Unit, class discussions, student presentations and periods of guided self-reflection are included to accompany one’s personal growth in developing a more ethically informed environmental lifestyle. At the end of each Unit, students will be required to engage in a longer reflection over the content presented and submit a Unit paper. Students are expected to actively participate in class activities, and in at least one (1) out of class environmental project.

Format for Written Assignments: Written Assignments and papers, must be typed, double-spaced, 12-point font only with 1 inch margins with required and appropriate citations using a consistent style. If using WordPerfect or Notepad, files must be converted to Microsoft Word document or html format.
Unit Papers: At the end of each study unit there is a paper to be written and turned in. The topics of the individual papers can be found on the Syllabus, and are described below. These papers provide an opportunity to reflect on how your own background and experience has influenced the way you approach ethical issues. 

In light of the readings and in-class discussion so far, what have been some of the primary influences on how you approach ethical issues and decisions, both large and small? Try to incorporate three levels of interpretation: (a) Descriptive: Name and describe what you consider to be the most important factors or influences on how you approach ethical issues. That is, what is important to understand this topic? (b) Reflective: What meaning or interpretation do you derive from these factors? That is, how and why are they important to understanding this topic? (c) Analytical: How have these factors and influences—and the interpretation you give them- -been shaped by the social-historical context? What social and/or historical factors have been important in this? This level requires digging below the reflective level to ask how the social and historical contexts may have shaped or influenced your background, experience, and thinking on these topics. The minimum for each paper is 2-3 pages.

*Paper Unit #1: Ecological Autobiography
Keypoints for paper:
1. Reflect over everything covered in this Unit. What did you learn?
2. Take a step back and put your feet into the footprints of your great-great grandparents. Reflect: What do you think your country was like then? What might have been some of the important social, cultural, religious and economic factors that shaped their attitudes and relationship towards the land and environmental issues? 
3. Take a step forward 
4. into your present reality. What values might you have absorbed or rejected from them? Are there things you may be doing differently from their times? Why? What are some of the important social, cultural, religious and economic factors that shape your attitude and relationship towards the land and environmental issues?

*Paper Unit #2: Living a Green Spirituality
Keypoints for paper:
1. Reflect over everything covered in this Unit. What did you learn?
2. Why do you think it is important (or not) to live green? What do you think is the root cause of environmental problems- religion or the capitalist economic system of private economic self-interest? Give examples from material studied and your own insights.
3. What changes in lifestyle would you make to lessen your carbon footprint and live more ecologically respectfully, spiritually?  

*Paper Unit #3: Towards a Sustainable Ethic 
Keypoints for paper:
1. Reflect over everything covered in this Unit. What did you learn?
2. Do you think the Earth and its creatures have intrinsic value, meaning that they have moral value merely because they exist, not only because they meet human needs? What about the produce of the earth- do you think of eating as an agricultural and/or ethical act? Is there any moral significance to biotechnology and genetic engineering in the face of quantity over quality of food that may give rise to greater health concerns than starving?

Group Midterm Research Project: The purpose of the project is for students to creatively apply knowledge from the classroom to real life experience. Student groups of 2-4 persons, will choose a research topic on the problems and issues of environmental ethical practices relating to human health and sustainability in society. Student groups are to create a 3-6 minute informative video, or an approximately 15 slide powerpoint to share their research through. The content of this report should include, but not be limited to:
1. the personal reasons of choosing this topic for research
2. the significance of this topic to environmental issues
3. objective data (research) on the topic
4. foundations for your ethical positions
5. group taste test (if possible), and personal observations
6. recommendations for future action
7. bibliography page (at least 5 sources to be cited)
Topic suggestions:
· “Plasticization” of Food
· Adverse Impacts of GMO Food on Human Health: e.g. Toxicity, Nutritional Deficiency, Allergies, etc. (choose one emphasis)
· Dangers of Farm Raised versus Wild Caught
· Methods and Effects of Genetic Manipulation and Cloning of Animals
· Raw vs. Cooked or Processed
· Natural or Unnatural:  The Economical Choice
· Religions and the Influence on Food Choices
· Others…

“Recyclable-Wearable-Usable: A Trash as Art Project: Save the wrappings from one item you use often (3-7 days a week) for an entire month, e.g. candy wrappers, bottle caps, soda cans, etc. At the end of the month, form (“recycle”) these into a wearable, usable or artistically visually piece of craftsmanship. Take a picture of it and upload it on to the Discussion Board by Week 10.

Environmental Service Project and Research Paper:  To foster the Marianist tradition of education for service and responsible participation in the public sphere, particularly in the advocacy of environmental justice and peace, students are to participate in one out-of-class environmental service project  e.g. beach or stream clean-up; environmental meeting; restoration project; etc.  A 5-7 page paper describing the issue, event and what they gained out of their contribution to it is due by the end of the term. Pictures and graphs may be included up to 2 pages of the paper. Paper must include a bibliography of at least 3 cited sources.

Proper acknowledgement of the source of a 	  	     text is always mandatory.
	2.  Paraphrasing the work of another without proper author acknowledgement.
	3.  Submitting as one's own original work (however freely given or purchased) the 	   	     original exam, research paper, manuscript, report, computer file, or other assignment 	  	     that has been prepared by another individual.

This policy statement means that students are not allowed to submit the work of another as their own, that altering the work of another for presentation as one's own constitutes plagiarism, and that all sources must be properly cited. If a student commits plagiarism, or fails to properly cite all sources, then the student will receive no credit for the assignment and the Academic Dean will be notified accordingly.
If there is any doubt about whether or not the use or submission of a particular work constitutes plagiarism, contact the instructor for guidance and assistance.

In answering the questions you are expected to include citations for the text and indicate when you are using the words of the author.
