Course Description
[bookmark: _GoBack]In EN 480, we will be reading several seminal texts of Victorian literature in the novel form.  The novel became the most important and widely available form of popular entertainment of the Victorian age, and many great authors helped to shape social debates and social conscience through their works.  This class will focus on close readings of six texts covering the full range of the Victorian era, and the issues, both contemporary and modern, that they raise for their readers, such as the politics of gender, religion, class, individualism, poverty, socialism, and capitalism.  We will also use these readings to understand the different ways that these novels can be read, interpreted, and adapted, by looking at how they have been published and visualized in different media since their first publications.

--the ability to develop and express ideas in a clear and logical manner, using a variety of critical reading, writing, and thinking skills  

--the ability to conceive of a topic and to undertake steps necessary to compose a research paper of substantial length, including the discernment of primary from secondary sources

--the ability to format and document a researched paper using MLA style correctly

--clear, persuasive, and coherent prose writing

--a greater understanding of one’s self and her/his relationship to the world in which we live
