Descriptions of Graded Assignments:

Exams:  The exams will vary in length and point score.  There will be three 
exams given on September 18, 2017; October 16, 2017; November 13, 2017.

Discussion Post – Each Post will be 250 words or about a page in length and 
will be a response to or a summary of an assigned reading. Discussion posts 
will be due before class.

Papers:  Each paper will have a different theme or topic. I will give you a description sheet for each paper, and I will include a grading rubric.  The papers will be short 500-750 words (2-3 pages).

Due dates for the papers:  September 8, 2017; September 29, 2017; October 20, 2017;  November 17, 2017; and December 8, 2017.	
	
As a rule, I do not accept papers after the due date without a documented excuse.  Exceptions will be made on a case-by-case basis.

Re-writes are possible.  A re-write of a paper must be completed within 48 hours of receiving the graded paper.  Prior to submission, you must e-mail and meet with the instructor.
