      An overview of criminal justice systems, processes, and personnel.  Roles and relationships of various law enforcement agencies, court systems, and corrections agencies.  This course provides competencies to meet program outcome to allow students to demonstrate an understanding of practical knowledge regarding the inherent complexities and day-to-day operations of the American justice system.

      We will address this course beginning with history and then proceeding in a logical manner in that we will begin with the police and their procedures and first contact with an offense.  We will then move on to the courts, where the accused will progress to after initial contact.  Following court will be corrections after adjudication of the case.  And finally, contemporary challenges to the system.
      Specific Course Requirements:

      We will be moving at a fairly rate of about two chapters per week.  You are expected to have read the topic material for the week PRIOR TO COMING TO CLASS!  You will be expected to participate in our discussions each week.  You will also be responsible for the content of my lectures.  I do not regurgitate the chapter readings.  I will be providing related material to clarify and provide examples of the material for the week. You must be in class to participate in the discussions and lecture to do well on the examinations.
