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AR 360 Introduction to Oriental Brush Painting

Description:  Students are introduced to basic brush Painting techniques used by Asian artists, Particularly those in Korea.  These techniques and use of color 
and  “Mug Stick” are applied to progressively more complex representations of 
the Four Gentlemen, that are Plum, Orchids, Bamboo, Chrysanthemum Blossom
within the traditional “ bird - and -  flower “painting.
Students are also introduced to Asian art theory and how it impacts the choice 
of images, composition, and purpose of art production.
