Course Description:
The purpose of this course is to introduce prospective educators to the field of education in general, and to the Chaminade University Secondary Education Program in particular. Content includes exploring issues and programs, research in the field of education, observation techniques and practices, lesson planning, presentation practices, use of community resources, learning and teaching styles and characteristics of an effective teacher. Includes a field based service-learning component. 

Course communication:

SERVICE-LEARNING
Service-Learning helps to bridge the “real world” and the classroom. Research shows that service-learning is effective; it helps improve students’ grades, test scores, attendance, and self-confidence. It builds critical thinking and communication skills and fosters civic engagement, while allowing students to test and apply what they are learning in the classroom. (Service Learning is not available to us this late in the spring so other assignments have been designed to compensate for this experience.)

Grading
Basis for Final Grade: Students will in this course will be evaluated in 2 areas: 1) Course readings and participation in online course discussions about the readings and 2) completion of other activities/assignments. In this course you will be expected to communicate with your fellow students regularly through the online discussion boards. Your personal contributions as well as the engagement you provide to your peers is essential for your success in this course.

Course time commitment: This is a 3 credit hour course, which will necessitate a time commitment of approximately 9 hours a week. Activities have been crafted to engage students in meaningful activities that will assist them in reflecting upon their decision to become a future classroom teacher. If you find that you are not spending at least 7 hours per week engaging in reading, service learning, writing and/or other activity associated with this course, you are likely not going to be very successful.

COURSE READINGS AND DISCUSSIONS (50%)
Each week you will be assigned to read chapters from the one or both of the two required course texts. A variety of reading/reflection prompts will be provided for each of the readings to initiate your writing and discussion about the chapters that you are assigned. Your written reflection about the assigned chapters is only part of these assignments. In order to receive full credit in the course readings and discussions, you must participate in an online dialogue with your peers about their ideas as well. A discussion rubric is provided for you to see how you will be evaluated on these assignments. 

OTHER ASSIGNMENTS (50%)

Lesson Plan and Presentation 
Make a 35-minute lesson plan in your choice of subject area and grade level.  The plan will consist of objectives, equipment and supplies needed, time-line in minutes, and specific procedures in carrying out the lessons.  Each student will present the lesson to our class via video (practice this-do not wait until the last moment).  Visuals will be used to enhance the instruction.  The written lesson plan will be submitted to the instructor via email on the day of the presentation.

Education/Teacher Movie Paper 
Select a movie of your choice that relates to any aspect of education or teaching.  Write a 3-4-page paper about how the movie demonstrates some of the educational concepts found in the text.  You can focus on classroom management, teaching strategies, multiple intelligence, learning styles, educational issues, etc.

Example movie titles:  Dead Poets Society, Mr. Holland’s Opus, Dangerous Minds, Lean on Me, Stand and Deliver, Music of the Heart 

Educational Issue Paper
Each student will choose an educational issue.  Student will take a stand (pro or con) and use citations to substantiate the stand.  Three different resources will be used to write the paper.  The paper will be between 7 – 8 pages in length.

1. Complete or partial copying directly from a published or unpublished source without proper acknowledgement to the author.  Minor changes in wording or syntax are not sufficient to avoid charges of plagiarism.  Proper acknowledgement of the source of a text is always mandatory.
2. Paraphrasing the work of another without proper author acknowledgement.
3. Submitting as one’s own original work (however freely given or purchased) the original exam, research paper, manuscript, report, computer file, or other assignment that has been prepared by another individual.

Incomplete grades are given only in situations where unexpected emergencies prevent a student from completing the course and the remaining work can be completed the next semester. Your instructor is the final authority on whether you qualify for an incomplete. Incomplete work must be finished within 90 days of the end of the semester or the “I” will automatically be recorded as an “F” on your transcript.

 Education Division Attendance Policy
(Revised 3/8/10)
As stated in the Chaminade University Catalog, students are expected to attend all classes for courses in which they are registered.
Students must follow the attendance policy as stipulated in the syllabus of Education Division courses. Penalties for not meeting the attendance requirements may result in lowering of the grade, withdrawal from the course, or failing the course.
1.       Excused Absences.
1.1.  Since it is expected that students will participate in all class sessions, excused absences are only granted in exceptional situations where evidence is provided by the student to the instructor. Examples would include illness (with verification by a doctor) or the death of a close family member. Students should notify their instructors when a situation prevents them from attending class and make arrangements to complete missed assignments. While notification of the instructor by a student that he/she will be absent is courteous, it does not necessarily mean the absence will be excused.
1.2.  In cases where excused absences constitute a significant portion of a course’s meetings (e.g., more than 20% of on-ground course meetings, or a significant portion of online or hybrid courses), the instructor should refer the case to the Dean with a recommendation on how the case should be handled (e.g., withdrawal or incomplete).
 
2.       Unexcused Absences. Chaminade University student policy states that in cases where unexcused absences are equivalent to more than a week of classes the instructor has the option of lowering the grade. In the Education Division we have added detailed guidelines to cover different types of courses and class schedules:
2.1.  On-ground courses. When unexcused absences total more than 10% of the number of classes will result in a lowering of the overall grade by one letter grade. A student who misses 20% or more should withdraw or be administratively withdrawn.
a. Accelerated Semester Classes (10 classes): More than one absence lowers grade one letter. Missing more than two classes results in failure or withdrawal.
b. Undergraduate Day Courses TTh (30 classes): More than 3 absences lowers grade one letter. Missing more than six classes results in failure or withdrawal.
c. Undergraduate Day Courses MWF (45 classes): More than 4 absences lowers grade one letter. Missing more than nine classes results in failure or withdrawal.
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
