· Paper #1 is about your “lived experience on this campus.”
 
· Paper #2 is an expository essay about improvements needed to the campus (group paper).

· Paper #3 is mini-research paper on the Marianist Characteristics (individual or group paper). 


As a rule, I do not accept papers after the due date without a documented excuse.  Exceptions will be made on a case-by-case basis.

Re-writes are possible.  A re-write of a paper must be completed within 48 hours of the instructor returning the graded papers to the class.  Prior to re-submission, you must e-mail and meet with the instructor.
