COURSE DESCRIPTION
EID 471 Commercial Design Studio (4cr) - This capstone studio course focuses on the execution of a complex commercial project from design concept to design development, and serves as a bridge between academic and professional practice. As a culmination of everything learned in the curriculum, the semester-long interior design project will demand a thorough and in-depth understanding and application of problem-solving skills, technical knowledge, theory, and research. Project deliverables will incorporate oral, written, and various graphic presentation formats.


COURSE FORMAT
Class meets twice a week, during which students will work exclusively on their design projects; there will be no formal lectures or specialized instruction. To reflect the nature of professional practice, students will work in teams for part of the project, although each individual student will produce a full set of deliverables. Because of the intensive nature of the studio, delegation of responsibilities, project organization, and effective time management will be crucial to the completion of the project. There are three milestones during the course of the semester: Conceptual Design review (preliminary), Schematic Design review (interim), and Design Development review (final). 

The Anarchy Studio: Unlike your other previous courses, the students—not the instructor—will make all the decisions about how the course will be run, including what kind of project you want to do, how you will organize and complete the work, and what deliverables will be produced by the end of the semester. As meta-outcomes of this course, you will be expected to make informed and thoughtful decisions, take ownership of your learning and demonstrate leadership capacity, work collaboratively and negotiate differences with your classmates, and to be able to rigorously rationalize your collective choices. At times, this process will seem to be less efficient, but overall will be more effective.

· Work optimally and effectively within legal, code, budget, site, and client parameters, as well as 
         within applicable standards and guidelines.
· Communicate a thoughtful and thorough design concept and rationale through oral, written, 
         and various visual media.
· Execute a comprehensive design presentation package that reflects in-depth knowledge of 
         space-planning, materiality, programming, site issues, and building construction.

EID 471 PROJECT OVERVIEW: Death of the Mall

Objective: 
Convert obsolete mall to become a rejuvenated magnet/hub for the region, but also to attract more international tourism; how can it remain relevant in the wake of rapidly changing technology that is constantly reconfiguring our activities, our sense of community and the ways we engage in the world?

Project criteria: 
relevant and complex typology, sustainable, futuristic, commercial, experimental, foreign culture, cold climate, abundant square footage, indeterminate program, novel for students, allows for students to work as a class and also individually, existing idiosyncratic building shell and infrastructure, easily to repurpose, metric system

As a class:
· Determine what the mall should be converted to
· Generate list of programmatic spaces and zones
· Create a cohesive schematic and zoning plan
· Determine presentation deliverables 
· Research and pre-design

As individuals or pairs:
· Select one of the programmatic spaces to develop
· Create a design development package
· Coordinate with other team members to ensure that adjacencies, circulation, etc. between individual projects are compatible and consistent; all constituent parts must come together as a cohesive whole

3 floors @ 3,850 m2/floor (net) = 41,441 sf/floor (approx. 11,550 m2 or 124,323 sf total)
18ft /5.5m floor-to-floor; 3ft/1m floor structure & ceiling plenum; 15ft/4.5m max ceiling height
