Course Description:
A laboratory course introduction to topics in physics for application in and exploration of human motion

Course Prerequisites:
There are no prerequisites for this course.

Course Goals:
This course will place an emphasis on increasing the student’s awareness of the importance of 
· experience in a physics oriented laboratory;
· skills necessary in performing experiments;
· acquiring skills for laboratory application of basic concepts of environmental physics
· understanding how humankind has become a major force in the shaping of our world.
· writing conclusive laboratory reports
Emphases are on stimulating additional scientific inquiries, questions and explanations.

Course Learning Outcomes:
At the completion of the course students will be able to:
· Understand and perform lab experiments of mechanics, thermodynamics, waves, electricity, magnetism, and potential and kinetic energies.
· Understand and perform lab experiments in the applications of mechanics, fluids, electricity and magnetism.
· Understand and perform lab experiments of  electromagnetic waves, geometric optics, optical instruments and physical optics on interference and diffraction
· Understand and perform lab experiments of environmental physics in the global arena and the ecosystem.

Textbooks:
There is no textbook for this course.


Lab Reports:
Lab reports will be turned in from each class, unless otherwise specified.  Lab Reports will be due at the beginning of the next class.  Late Lab Reports will have a Lateness Deduction.  If the Lab Report is one class late, there will be no deduction in its value.  Thereafter, the Deduction will be 25%, 50%, 75%, or 100% of the graded score for 2, 3, 4, or 5 classes late, respectively.
Lab Reports are a group effort.  Everyone participating in a Lab Group will receive the same score, unless a member of a Group is not participating.  An absent member of a Lab Group will receive the grade of zero.  The lowest 2 Lab Reports will be dropped from the course grade.  There will be no make-ups of Labs unless there are extenuating circumstances; documentation in such cases will be required.

Quizzes:
In-Lab Quizzes will occur in the Lab at defined intervals.  The two lowest Quizzes will be dropped from the course grade.  There will be no make-up Quizzes unless there are extenuating circumstances; documentation in such cases will be required.

Participation:
Participation by all students is important and is considered as an integral part of the learning/training process.  Participation before and after class are acceptable.  All students should remain in class until the end of class time, or after approval by the instructor.  Students are expected to work closely with their lab partners, discussing and sharing ideas and data recorded.  
Participation is a part of the course grade.  There is a maximum of 10 points per Lab.  This is determined not simply by physical presence in the Lab, but also by alertness and by active involvement in the work of the day.  Absence is counted as zero participation.  Lateness to the Lab is handled by a Lateness Deduction proportional to the time missed.  Students must have any necessary Lab materials; this includes Lab coats and Lab wear; the absence of any of these limits participation in the Lab and is counted into the day’s Participation grade.

Attendance and Participation:
Roll will be taken either orally or by roll sheet during each segment of each class meeting.  The roll will determine the recorded number of absences.  Names may not be added to the roll after the class period has ended.  Each student is expected to attend every class and to arrive on time.  The student should e-mail the instructor as early as possible when the student will miss a class.  Each student will be held accountable for all information presented in class, whether the student is present or not.  If a student cannot attend a laboratory session, the student must make arrangements for a make-up.  If a student knows in advance of an absence, the instructor should be informed as soon as possible. 

CourseWork:
It is expected that students will remain current with the coursework on a week-by-week basis.  Any deviation from the schedule is to be reported to the Instructor as soon as possible.  In general, the window for submitting coursework extends no more than 3 classes from the date of assignment.  This window will get shorter toward the end of the course and it will not extend beyond the ending date of the course.  Coursework submitted beyond the window is subject to a Lateness Deduction.
