	Course Overview 
Child Development will provide an intensive study of the physical, cognitive, and social/emotional development of children. Through active participation and the use of on-line feedback, activities, and reading, students will have an opportunity to explore theoretical approaches and current issues related to child development from a multidisciplinary and cross-cultural perspective with a focus on promoting optimal development. 

Marianist Educational Values Chaminade University is a Catholic, Marianist University. The five characteristics of a Marianist education are: 

1. Educate for Formation in Faith 
Catholic Universities affirm an intricate relationship between reason and faith. As important as discursive and logical formulations and critical thinking are, they are not able to capture all that can be and ought to be learned. Intellectual rigor coupled with respectful humility provide a more profound preparation for both career and life. Intellectual rigor characterizes the pursuit of all that can be learned. Respectful humility reminds people of faith that they need to learn from those who are of other faiths and cultures, as well as from those who may have no religious faith at all. 

2. Provide an Excellent Education 
In the Marianist approach to education, “excellence” includes the whole person, not just the technician or rhetorician. Marianist universities educate whole persons, developing their physical, psychological, intellectual, moral, spiritual and social qualities. Faculty and students attend to fundamental moral attitudes, develop their personal talents and acquire skills that will help them learn all their lives. The Marianist approach to education links theory and practice, liberal and professional education. Our age has been deeply shaped by science and technology. Most recently, information and educational technologies have changed the way faculty and students research and teach. At Marianist Universities, two goals are pursued simultaneously: an appropriate use of information technology for learning, and the enhancement of interaction between students and teachers. As Catholic, Marianist Universities seek to embrace diverse peoples and understand diverse cultures, convinced that ultimately, when such people come together, one of the highest purposes of education is realized: a human community that respects every individual within it. 

3. Educate in Family Spirit 
Known for their strong sense of community, Marianists have traditionally spoken of this sense as “family spirit.” Marianist educational experience fosters the development of a community characterized by a sense of family spirit that accepts each person with loving respect, and draws everyone in the university into the challenge of community building. 5. Note the language/communication used by the child (you may want to include portions of conversations to demonstrate a particular point). 
6. Match your observations with technical and theoretical information provided in the text and/or in class (This should be the main portion of the paper). You should include a minimum of 10 specific concepts from the text which should be underlined in your paper. 
7. The finished paper should be 5 pages, double-spaced, 12 point type. 
8. Deposit the paper in the Canvas drop box - it is best to submit it as both an attachment and by copying and pasting it into the textbox (this way if I am not able to open your attachment, I can view the paper in the textbox).
