Descriptions of Graded Assignments:

	 Quizzes:  Quizzes are short (5 minute) assessments of the previous week’s work.  	                 There will only be 2 or 3 questions worth .5 (1/2 point) each.

	Mid-terms:  The mid-terms are designed to assess larger topic areas.   
            Each mid-term should take 20-30 minutes to complete.  
            There should be 10- 20 questions worth .5 - 1 point each.

	Summaries:  Each summary is short (1-2 paragraphs) and is designed to gauge 
            your reading comprehension prior to writing about a topic.

	
In Class Essays:  Each in class essay is a graded, hand-written draft.  
            You will have 50 minutes to finish writing a short (350 – 750 word) essay.  
            Your essay MUST be a completed draft.  This task is designed to assist you in 
preparing for, organizing, and executing any essay exams for other courses.  In addition, you will revise the in class essay in order to prepare for your final draft.  You will receive the topic/writing prompt at least two class days prior to the in class essay.  	

Peer Review:	For this exercise, you will read and assess your classmate’s essay.  Prior to the peer review, the class will develop a rubric.

Typed Papers:  These papers are formal and edited versions of your in class essay.  Please submit this paper to the dropbox on the CANVAS site.

As a rule, I do not accept papers after the due date without a documented excuse.  Exceptions will be made on a case-by-case basis.

Re-writes are possible.  A re-write of a paper must be completed within 48 hours of receiving the graded paper.  Prior to submission, you must e-mail and meet with the instructor.
