COURSE DESCRIPTION
This course is the capstone requirement for the theatre concentration in the 
performing arts.  Typically, students will prepare an individual performance 
under the direction of the theater coordinator or designee.  Students with an
emphasis on technical theatre may propose a project in stagecraft, management
[bookmark: _GoBack]or design, with instructor’s permission.

LEARNING OUTCOMES
For Performance 
1. The student will demonstrate the knowledge, discipline and ability to develop and to perform a thirty minute themed solo acting program from published, non-published or original dramatic works.  One acting partner is an option, provided the performed scenes feature the student candidate.
2. The student will demonstrate an ability to create and to act in a program that includes a diversity of dramatic works, from different traditions or cultures and dramatic genres. (PLO #4)
3. The student will research and study a variety of dramatic pieces and dramatists in order to make informed choices for inclusion in the final performance.(PLO #4)
4. The student will demonstrate a commitment to the Marianist educational goal of developing the whole person through the practice of advanced techniques in voice, movement and understanding of theme and idea in selected dramatic scenes.
5. Through the preparation and through the final performance, the student will demonstrate a competent knowledge of the acting terminology and techniques required for theatre performance (PLO #2).
6. The student will demonstrate a competency for self-critique of the solo performance as it progresses to the final performance; self-critique will be included as part of the final evaluation of the performance (PLO #1 advanced).
7. The student will demonstrate a facility to incorporate direction from faculty mentors through the creative process of developing the final performance (PLO #3 advanced)
8. The student will demonstrate a high level of expression of creativity and aesthetic feelings during the production process and the final performance. (PLO #6 advanced)



For Technical Theatre
Students will develop competency in the above listed outcomes #3 through 8 as they are applied to the specific areas of stagecraft, design or management as developed by the students.


TEXTS
For Performance
Texts will vary for each student, but primarily will be selected dramatic works or adaptable literary works selected by the student with the program coordinator.  Additional play scripts, articles, and supplemental readings may be recommended or required.  Original dramatic pieces may be considered for inclusion in the performance. The student will have access to the theatre library of scripts in the theatre office.

For Technical Theatre
Texts will vary for each student’s concentration, but a specific bibliography of reference materials will be provided by the program coordinator and the student will have access to the resources of the theatre library in the theatre office.

ATTENDANCE
The student will meet with the theatre coordinator or designee as often as required, for consultation, rehearsal or performance direction, or technical work evaluation and progress report with a minimum meeting time of  once per week.  Students must be at all rehearsals or technical theatre/production sessions during the semester.

WRITING ASSIGNMENTS
The acting student must complete the following written assignments:
1. One comprehensive critique of a solo performance by an actor.
2. A production/performance journal with insights and personal reflections about the creation, writing, rehearsing, development and performance of the final theatre project.
3. A midterm self-critique and a final self-critique
4. A production book with the final script, direction, staging and notation for the performance.
The technical theatre student must complete the following written assignments:
1. One comprehensive critique of a production in the discipline chosen for a project
2. A production performance journal with insights and personal reflections about the creative process in stagecraft, management or design chosen for the final project.
3. A midterm self-critique and a final self-critique
4. A production book with the final concepts, designs, or management practice during the semester’s work.



GRADING
The final grade is based on the following values:
1. Preparation and rehearsal or creation process         50%
2. Written work                                                            25%
3. Final Solo Performance or Technical presentation  25%

The final performance/presentation will be evaluated by the program coordinator of the Performing Arts discipline, along with the student’s self critique and reflective evaluation. 
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
