COURSE DESCRIPTION:  This laboratory section accompanies the lecture section for BI 110, People and Nature: Ocean and Human health, a course is designed to introduce you to our relationship with the natural environment and the consequences of our actions/inaction in dealing with it. The lab will consist largely of field trips, to sites that exemplify the ways in which we humans have interacted with the ecosystems we find here in Hawaii. 

OBJECTIVES:
1.  To understand the way the scientific method is used to gain knowledge.
2.  To gain some basic knowledge of the processes of our natural environment.
3.  To increase awareness of the complex relationships among all living things and their non-living environment. 
4.  To examine man’s past and present relationship with his environment and the possible affects of these relationships on our future.  
5.  To increase awareness of the environmental problems facing us today and to present some solutions to these problems.
6.  To enhance your knowledge and awareness of our environmental problems to enable more informed political and economic decisions.

LABS: Unless otherwise specified, labs will be field trips, beginning at 2:30 PM on Tuesdays and ending by 5:20 PM.
