CATALOG DESCRIPTION:
NUR 402 Psychiatric and Mental Health Nursing 
This course focuses on a broad-based understanding and clinical application of mental health concepts and behavioral aberrations that occur in mental illness. Nursing students analyze the nursing process with a critical view towards the individual, family, ethical aspects and resources for the mentally ill. The complexity of disease from a holistic viewpoint will be explored.  
The complexities of mental health disorders and the impact of these disorders on the lifespan will be explored. Clinical experience takes place in inpatient and in the community with both children and adults. Immunization record, health record, background check, and other clinical requirements must be on file in the university Nursing Office prior to beginning this course.

IMPORTANT NOTE:
NUR 402 has both a didactic and clinical section.  Students must meet the requirements of both sections in order to pass this course.  For ease in reading, this syllabus, the didactic information and the clinical information will now serve as a supplemental document.  Please remember that students must meet the requirements of BOTH sections to pass NUR 402.  The clinical practicum evaluation is graded as Satisfactory or Unsatisfactory.  You must pass Nursing 402 with a grade of “C” or better and receive a satisfactory evaluation in Clinical Practicum to pass the class.  Failure in either will result in failure of the course and you will not be permitted to continue in the nursing program progression as described in the CUH Undergraduate General Catalog and the School of Nursing Student Handbook.  Repeating the course means repeating both didactic and clinical sections.

COURSE LEARNING OUTCOMES

1) Explore theoretical and conceptual frameworks from a variety of disciplines that influence patient’s physical, spiritual and psychosocial health within a diverse population living with psychiatric mental health illness;

2) Examine factors that create a culture of caring and advocacy for groups of diverse individuals, families, and communities experiencing both health disparities and social marginalization that affects mental health problems; 
3) Advocate patient/consumer-centered care in a variety of acute and community psychiatric mental health setting with emphasis on safe, caring and evidenced based quality of care;

4) Integrate clinical reasoning, informatics, health care policies, interprofessional collaboration, and patient preferences in planning, implementing, and evaluating comprehensive mental health care for individuals and families across the lifespan and diverse cultures;
5) Describe the relationship between genetics and genomics on the epidemiology of mental health problems;  
6) Apply techniques and process of therapeutic use of self to promote recovery with diverse individuals, families, and communities experiencing mental health problems; 
7) Describe one's own beliefs, culture, and values through self-reflection as an essential component of psychiatric mental health nursing.
8) Recognize the basic skills in emotional intelligence to self-manage emotions and enhance personal well-being while engaging in psychiatric mental health nursing.

Teaching and Learning Strategies:
Lecture, class discussions, small and large group work, audio-visual media, guest speakers, role play, in-class activities, social networking. The goal is for students to have read and have a working knowledge of the basic concepts for the week. Every week new concepts are taught that can be applied at any time during the course learning. 
Course Requirements/Methods of Evaluation:
Grades in the didactic section of this course will be based on the following:
In class activities “quizzes”: To ensure that students are well prepared for class, in-class activities will include a more hands on approach that include quizzes, case study analysis, concept mapping, clinical reasoning activities, Shadow Health activities, and more intentional discussions. Preparations for these in class activities include completion of assigned reading materials, ATI learning systems, Shadow Health activities, video assignment, and Powerpoint viewing. No make-up will be provided for in class activities even for excused absences. 
Multiple choice exams: Exams will be created to reflect both the Program Learning Outcomes (PLO) and Course Learning Outcomes (CLOs). Questions will require recall and critical thinking to incorporate application of the nursing process (assessment, diagnosis, outcome identification and planning, implementation, and evaluation). Review of foundations from other pertinent nursing and general education courses are highly encouraged. Questions will incorporate ATI focused review resources and Math related questions. If a student misses a math question on Exam 1 and/ or 2, a math challenge will be required. There will be 30 questions on exam 1 & 2. The final exam will be cumulative and have 60 questions. A simple calculator (no phone or algebraic calculators) prior approved by the Course Coordinator may be used for all exams.
Pharmacology and Dosage Calculations exam.  To ensure that students continue to remember and apply pharmacology concepts learned earlier in their curriculum including this course. This exam will be 50 questions. Students will use critical thinking and critical reasoning to answer questions. A simple calculator (no phone calculators, no algebraic calculators) prior approved by the Course Coordinator may be used. 
ATI proctored exams (Mental Health): Please see ATI policy and procedure provided by faculty. Proctored exam will be given the last week of class. If you miss the ATI proctored exams (without prior approval of the Course Coordinator), you will receive zero points for ATI. No makeup is granted.
Shadow Health: Through Digital Clinical Experience (DCE) students will engage in conversation based learning. Shadow Health provides a safe, standardized environment that allows students to build the confidence necessary to provide therapeutic communication and effectively handle interactions with patients who have a range of mental health conditions. Through this experience students will build clinical reasoning skills through patient interviews (subjective and objective data collection), patient examinations, information processing, documentation, and self reflection. Students will complete the tutorial and five modules related to mental health throughout the course. There will be some weeks where the assigned Shadow Health Activity will count as a quiz grade.
Self Help Attendance and APA Paper: Students will attend one of the following self-help programs: Alcoholic Anonymous, Narcotics Anonymous, Overeaters Anonymous, Suicide Support groups, Family support groups for those with Mental Illness.  Students cannot attend a self- help group during their clinical hours to count for this requirement. Students will write an APA 2-3 page paper on their perception of the meeting and the highlight of their observations. At least 2 peer reviewed articles within the past 5 years must be used to support the evidence of the use of self-help groups in recovery of mental illness. Rubric will be provided; please read the rubric carefully to see additional guidelines. Due by Friday of Week 4.
Problem-based learning (PBL) project: Students will be divided into clinical groups. Students will complete a needs assessment of their clinical sites by Week 3. Students will report their findings to the Course Coordinator in a format specified. Each clinical group will create a shared document (chosen by Course Coordinator) that all members of their team, Clinical Faculty and Course Coordinator can engage in the final project discussion upon approval of their chosen concept/issue by the Course Coordinator. Each group will share their findings and implement recommendations at their clinical site. Weekly communication by each student through the shared document is expected so Course Coordinator can guide students in the track of the project and each member of the group is engaged. *Project must be approved by the clinical faculty and course coordinator*
A minimum of 1 peer reviewed article per student member must be used to support the analysis of the group’s needs assessment and action and evaluation. An APA formatted annotated bibliography page must be submitted via canvas no later than Thursday 5:00pm on Week 4.  Rubric will be posted and guide the grading of this project.
Final presentation on Week 7:  Each group will present a 5-6 minute video depicting the chosen key concept/issue based on the group’s needs assessment. All video should be downloaded by 11pm on Wednesday of Week 7 and can be saved by the Course Coordinator for future evidence. 
The clinical section of this course is a satisfactory/unsatisfactory grade. The primary component of this grading is the:
Clinical evaluation: The respective instructor/clinical faculty will distribute and discuss. 
Several activities outlined below will be used to evaluate the student’s competencies to meet the clinical evaluation requirements:
Weekly Clinical Reflections: The logs must be legible and conform to confidentially and acceptable practice of Chaminade School of Nursing and the respective clinical faculty. No actual patient or staff names must be used. Reflect on your clinical day experience by answering some of the following questions: 1. How did I meet the Course Learning Outcomes? Use specific examples, not vague descriptions. In writing the journal, state the objective(s) and write your example. Each example must also be backed by a theoretical framework or philosophy. 2. What are my thoughts and feelings about the day? What are my strengths and areas of improvement for this particular day? What proposed changes will I make for the next clinical week? 3. How can my instructor facilitate my future clinical days to enhance my learning? Students must reflect and meet ALL CLO’s by the end of their clinical rotation. Your clinical instructor may ask you to re-submit if these items are not met.
Therapeutic Communication Analysis: The student will analyze a communication encounter with a patient/client in a clinical setting to determine therapeutic use of self and listening responses. There will be two therapeutic communication analyses that must occur on Weeks 1 and 3. The therapeutic communication write-ups must show progression of understanding of listening responses as evident by the effectiveness of exchanges. Always start the exchange with the patient making a statement or question. See example on template for clarification. Your clinical faculty may choose to assign additional TC communication analysis.
Medication concept maps: Students will be assigned medications every week starting Week 1 by Course Coordinator to complete an ATI concept map or approved alternative and will show the clinical faculty the information. Quality and not quantity is the goal when creating this concept map. **Due Tuesday in Clinicals, this is part of your clinical preparation. 
Outcome concept maps: Students will complete and upload a signed (clinical instructor) outcome concept map on Wednesdays by 7pm based on a patient/client rendered care during the week. Template will be provided. Instructions will be provided by Course Coordinator weekly based on the class progress.   
QSEN Activities: The student will complete two QSEN activities on Weeks 2 & 4. Course coordinator will provide the guidelines.
“Giving back ideas” to your Clinical Site(s) as agreed by your site POC and faculty oversight for implementation. Some examples of these ideas include leading a group, assisting in the creation of brochures, updating manuals, formal presentations etc. Remember you are a guest at these facilities and think of your clinical rotation as networking to your future job even if you do not intend to be in psychiatric mental health!

COURSE POLICIES:

· All policies stated in the Chaminade University and Chaminade University School of Nursing handbooks are in effect in this course.

· Academic Honesty: 
Nursing students are responsible for promoting academic honesty in all educational settings. · Course Atmosphere: This course is not strictly a lecture course. Some of the content will be presented in a lecture format; however, we will be discussing the assigned readings, sharing our reflections on what we’ve read and our own personal experiences, and working in small and large groups.  Everyone’s participation is essential as we will learn and grow from the sharing that occurs.  It is the expectation that students will come to didactic or clinical prepared and ready to fully engage in learning.

· Attendance:  Class attendance is regarded as an essential part of the educational process Class is mandatory and students are expected to attend all classes.  The classroom is a teaching and learning environment where there is an exchange of knowledge and experience, so it is essential that students attend class and actively participate in classroom activities to maximize individual learning.  Students who are absent from class not only miss a part of the subject matter of the course but also diminish the opportunities for contributing to the learning environment for the entire class.  Each student will be encouraged to develop a professional work ethic that reflects personal responsibility, initiative, and teamwork. Students should notify the instructor by phone or email when illness prevents them from attending class and make arrangements to complete missed assignments. Any student who stops attending class without officially withdrawing may receive a failing grade.  Unexcused absences equivalent to more than a week of class may lead to a grade reduction for the course.  Any absence of two weeks or more must be reported to the Associate Provost and the Records Office by the instructor. 
· Class participation/classroom activity: Please see note above about attendance and course atmosphere. Students absent from class (excused or unexcused) will be responsible to obtain the information presented in class including handouts. Every student is expected to be an engaged learner in the classroom. Substantive participation may include but not limited to: participating in class activities, asking relevant questions, adding information in class supported by pertinent reading materials, discussion questions answered posted in Canvas, etc. Substantive class participation often translates to active learning. Use of tools for success as suggested by faculty are instrumental to preparation for this class.
· Academic Conduct:  Please refer to and follow all policies and procedures included in the University and School of Nursing Student Handbook (available in hard copy and online) and carefully read all areas. · Assignments:  It is expected that assignments will be submitted prior to class time. Late assignments are highly discouraged.  Students (at an instructor’s discretion) may ask for an extension of an assignment for the didactic portion of this course only but will be subject to the deduction of points as stipulated above in the late assignments.  All written assignments must be submitted in the acceptable Word document attachment. The student is responsible to make sure that attachment is the final version of the assignment. Any resubmissions will be subject to late penalty. In addition, students are encouraged to collaborate, but individual assignments must be done on an individual basis. When templates are used and information submitted appears to be duplicate information, suspicion of academic dishonesty may occur. Please review the policy of academic honesty in details.

· Writing policy:  All papers should demonstrate mastery of grammar, punctuation, spelling and syntax expected of college level students.  Use of APA is required for all papers. If you need writing assistance, please seek help from Student Support Services and the Academic Achievement Program at 735-4881.  All papers are to be word processed, proofread, and solely the work of the author. Please read information about plagiarism in your student handbook.

· Testing policy: Students are expected to take tests on the designated day. · Course Exam Policy 
In order to pass this course the student must obtain a 70% or higher cumulative average on the examinations in this course. All assignments must be successfully completed in order to pass this course. If the student fails to successfully complete all required assignments and/or does not have a cumulative score of at least 70% on all examinations in this course, the maximum grade obtained for the course will be 69%. All exams and in class activity quizzes except ATI proctored exam will be included in the 70% cumulative exam policy.



· ATI Policy
Prior to giving the proctored ATI examination in the course the student will be required to complete two practice exams.  It is strongly recommended that one of these practice exams be completed in a ‘simulated NCLEX’ testing environment. The student will take a proctored assessment upon completion and submission of assigned focused reviews.
If a student obtains a level 2 or above on the proctored ATI exam, the student will receive 100% for the ATI portion of the grade. If a student obtains a level 1 on the proctored ATI exam, the student will receive 50% for the ATI portion of the grade. If a student obtains below a level 1 on the proctored ATI exam, the student will receive 0% for the ATI portion of the grade. No student will be offered a second attempt of an ATI proctored exam.
ATI proctored exams can be assigned a maximum of 10%. 
Goals:
