Course Description:  Analysis of trends in the functions and administration of institutions and community-based corrections programs; and processing of the convicted offender. This course provides competencies to meet the program outcome to allow students to demonstrate an understanding of learning the basic rights guaranteed to each individual by both state and federal constitutions and laws. Offered Spring semester. Prerequisites: CJ 151 or CJ 201.  (Catalog Description).
Program Outcomes:  Students graduating with a Bachelor of Science in Criminal Justice will demonstrate an understanding of seven program learning outcomes.  This course meets four of the seven, which are as follows: 
1. Practical knowledge regarding the inherent complexities and day-to-day operations of the criminal justice system:  Legal issues in corrections; ethical issues in corrections; contemporary issues in corrections; gender issues in the criminal justice system; and racial issues in the criminal justice system.
2. A model of criminal justice management theory and practice, stressing conceptual, methodological and contextual knowledge development and application:  The ability to weigh problems in corrections; the ability to analyze problems in corrections; and the ability to investigate problems in corrections.
3. Formulating plans for research:  Essential research contributions in the discipline; and locate basic and applied research in criminal justice.
4. Learning the basic rights guaranteed to each individual by both state and federal constitutions and laws: Agencies of the criminal justice system of the United States and their functions; contemporary techniques in community corrections; contemporary concepts of probation; and contemporary concepts of parole.
5. Providing service to the community and preparing for careers in criminal justice:  Expertise required for positions in probation; and expertise required for positions in parole.
6. Issues of race and ethnicity, gender and social class and the need to understand social causes of crime:  Psychological roots of crime; sociological roots of crime; economic roots of crime; cultural roots of crime; age and crime; gender and crime; and race and crime.
Student Learning Outcomes:  Upon completion of this course, students will demonstrate and understanding of:

1. The current and historical corrections system
2. The current and historical methods of punishment
3. The correctional client
4. The types of correctional practices for juvenile and adult offenders:  probation, intermediate sanctions, community corrections, jails, prisons, and parole
5. The current types of programing for offenders
6. The incarceration trends
7. The issues of race and gender that affect corrections
8. The debate, legal issues, and myths of the death penalty

You will submit the article itself and/or provide the citation.  Due at the beginning of class.  The articles must relate to the topic of the week, reflect the class objective, and must be within the past five years.  The length of your reaction paper varies but is generally completed within one page.  Grades are not based on length but on content.  The source of your article must be provided and its degree of reliability will be evaluated.  

Any paper that is plagiarized will result in an automatic failure for the class.  Plagiarism includes, but is not limited to:
