Course Description:
This course is for thoughtful, creative students who are willing to investigate the depth and the beauty of ancient religions.
The course will enable students to identify the common parts of different religious traditions; to understand the symbolic language of the religion; to appreciate the cognitive value of ancient religions.  Students will find out about the role religions play in understanding of man; will see the great value of ancient religious views on man and the universe.
The course format is a combination of lecture and interactive seminars/discussion. Students will contribute to the course discussion by offering their insights on the topics offered by the instructor. Active participation in class discussions is essential for the success in this course.
Course outcome:
 
Upon the completion of the course students will demonstrate the ability to:
 
- define the meaning of the ‘sacred and explain the difference between religious and profane world view;
- explain the concepts of sacred time, sacred space, sacred center, chaos, cosmos, theophany, cosmogony; 
- examine the myth of the eternal return and its forms in various religions;
- compare the representation of the universe in cosmogonical myth and modern science;
- relate cosmogonical and anthropogonical processes in ancient myth;
- construct an ideal, from the religious point of view, cosmos.

Mircea Eliade: Images and Symbols: Studies in Religious Symbolism.  Princeton University Press, Princeton, 1991.
Course requirements:
· Two exams;
· Graded seminars (discussions);
· One individual (or group) presentation on a topic of his/her choice (approved by the instructor)
Student has to prepare outlines for each seminar and actively participate in all seminars in order to receive a good grade for the course.
 
Students are expected to attend all the classes, to be prepared, and participate in class discussions and activities. All class activities, discussions and assignments are graded; consequently, the class attendance and participation are essential for a student if he/she wants to receive full credit for the course. Points will be deducted for unexcused absence and class disruptions during the lecture up to one letter grade for each four missing classes or irrelevant conversations during the lecture.

From the recognition of symbols through the students ascend toward symbolism of life and ultimately toward the religious symbolism thus acknowledging the hierarchy which brings them to the top of it toward the Transcendent.
 
Provide for an integral quality education
The content of the course opens the awareness of the plurality of the religious traditions; teaches to value and respect the diversity of cultures and unlike world views.
 
Religion occupies the fundamental place in every culture thus being integral by its very definition. This is why the important objective of this course is to study how the central ideas of different religions were/are expressed in various aspects of human life
