Course Description (catalog):
A study of the nature of philosophical thought and methods by examining actual examples from a selection of classical  Greek, medieval Christian, and modern European philosophers. Students will develop an understanding of the ways in which  western culture functions. 

Teaching Goal:
Upon accomplishing of this course students should be familiar with general issues of philosophy both from a historical and systematic point of view. Students will explore the scope of philosophical questions and will  become acquainted with the psychological foundations of moral reasoning from a philosophical point of view.
 
Course Learning Outcomes:
Upon completion of this course students will demonstrate   
 
1. Knowledge of the major philosophical theories and the key terms of philosophy.
2. Understanding of the relationship between virtue and knowledge.
3. An ability to apply of the basic principles, rules or/and guidelines to moral issues of modernity.
 
Organizational Theme: Marianist Educational Philosophy
 
The main idea of this class is in accordance with Marianist philosophy of education.  Every theme is linked with the main idea of man’s existence and the search for God.  Students will learn from philosophical examples that faith is the main impulse for man’s moral life and the logical condition of his conscience and that faith and virtue are inseparable.
