Catalogue Course Description:

This course is a taste of Music from around the world.   Music exists in specific cultural contexts and so we will be exploring music in the context of cultures from around the world.  We will look at music as both an entertainment and as an art form.  You will be able to form a critical analysis based upon both technical and structural elements.  

Music serves many purposes – entertainment, relaxation, Spiritual upliftment, communication, cohesion, as a motivator for dance, to express culture, and pass on history and tradition, to instigate change, and many more reasons.  While music can certainly be enjoyed all by itself, music and dance - and music and film -- are entwined in our culture.  For this reason, we will often look at music in the context of dance or as part of film scenes.  You will have a list of movies to choose from to view for this class.  You are not expected to see all of them!   You will be watching 6-8 movies during this course.  The movies that are on the list are mostly currently and usually readily available through Netflix, Amazon, YouTube or wherever you watch online content.
There is no way we could ever cover every type and style of music.  You are invited to investigate and find your own pieces for submission for this course.  Music exists in a specific time and culture and often reflects the heart and history of that culture.  Music has many purposes in addition to pleasure and entertainment.

As we will be listening to music from different cultures and times, you may find that you like some of it, love some of it, and dislike or even strongly dislike certain styles or pieces.  This class is about exposing yourself to music you may be unaware of, it is not necessary that you love it all.  And you do not have to agree with the professor or your classmates.  While you can have your own opinion, you need to be able to DEFEND your reactions with theory and analysis.  This class invites you to form an educated and informed opinion and be able to analyze musical styles based on what you are learning in the lecture and text.  The goal is to be able to identify and explain why a given piece of music either “worked” or didn’t “work” for you.
Course Objectives:
By the end of this course students will be able to:

· Understand the building blocks of music, including pitch, melody, rhythm, texture, and timbre

· Listen analytically and appreciate music of different cultures

· Identify and distinguish between music of various cultures, including but not limited to US Musical Styles, as well as from Polynesia, Europe, Africa, the Middle East, Latin America, Asia, and Indonesia; understand how the music of these regions interacts with culture and society

· Think critically and write effectively about their own musical experiences

Note: This textbook comes with two CD’s with music.  It is helpful to have them, but not required, so if you bought this book used, you can complete the class without the CD’s as other music samples are posted in the online lectures.  You can also purchase the CD’s separately, if you desire.

Assignments:

1) Chapter (s) readings from the text and online lectures.
2) Watch a movie from the list. 
3) Write a brief (one page or so) essay each week according to the instructions on the assignment page.

4) Respond to at least one student’s post.  

5) There will be eight brief weekly quizzes.  

TIPS on Assignments:

One of the goals of this class is to introduce you to music from cultures that may be very different from your own.  You may not like or love everything you hear.  The goal is to have an open mind and open ears, and to begin to understand the technical attributes of the music as well as the cultural context.

Listen to at least a few minutes of the music posted in the lecture, you are not expected to listen all the way through, as some of them are long selections. In some cases the samples represent traditional music from specific cultures, in other cases they are examples of how that music has been influenced by other musical styles.
Put ALL parts of the weekly assignment in the same post.   Pay attention to the special questions for the week’s assignment.  You must complete all elements for full credit for the week!  

When you respond to classmate’s work, you can agree or disagree with their post, but you must give analytical reasons to support your response

EXTRA CREDIT:


Each week you will have the OPTION of posting a YouTube video with a piece of music that relates to the reading of the week.  Based on the quality of your selection, and your analysis, you may receive UP TO ten points of extra credit.  Extra credit must be posted by Wednesday.  No late extra credit accepted.  Be sure to list the name of the performer, the name of the piece, the country of origin and discuss why you selected this piece.  The more technical your analysis, the more points you earn for extra credit.

It is required to read and comment on your classmates’ assignments.  You are welcome to disagree, as long as you can substantiate your point of view using technical analysis – not just opinion.  Ask questions that you think they might have overlooked.  Teaching is the best way to learn.
Late Assignment Policy

If you have to post your assignment after it is due, post it in the correct week that it is due.  But you MUST SEND ME AN EMAIL to let me know you posted late, as I do not go back unless I am expecting something.  Whether or not I accept late assignments (such as with a valid work or health excuse) is conditional.   Make sure you get permission from me to post it late.  Otherwise points will be deducted for lateness.  
I do not comment on late assignments, if we have already moved on to the new week.
Assignment Details
Each week you will read the assigned chapters and online lecture.  You will watch a movie each week (except when you have two chapters to read.)  The first three weeks have assigned movies, after that you may pick one of the movies from the syllabus list.  Your essay should be about a page long and should include your understanding from the reading, what insights you have from watching the movie, as well as your comments about the music you are listening to.
Discuss technical elements of the music such as form and style, instrumentation, whether or not there are vocals, (soloist or choral).  Discuss the emotional tone of the music, how it made you feel, what mood it evoked.  What type of scene or imagery did this music evoke in you?  Would you listen to it to relax or get energized?  Does it evoke spiritual awakening?  If you didn’t like the music of the week, can you be specific about why it bothered you?

Bio:  

Genie Joseph, PhD studied violin with the Suzuki Method and gave her first recital at age six in San Francisco.  She attended Professional Children’s School in New York City, (YoY o Ma was a classmate).  Later she studied flute and harp, as well as ballet, jazz, and ballroom dance where she won a few amateur awards.  Then she became a filmmaker and is an Emmy Award winning Producer.  Genie was Co-Producer for the TV series for Nickelodeon channel “The N” which completed shooting in Hawaii called “Beyond the Break.”  She was the CEO of Hawaii Movie Studios and has worked on over 200 films and TV programs in various capacities.  She was a staff producer at KITV (the Hawaii ABC affiliate) and produced hundred of commercials.  She produced training films for such companies as BMW, Jaguar Cars, Mobil Oil, Sports Illustrated and the New York Stock Exchange.  She apprenticed to Woody Allen’s editors, and worked her way up to become an assistant editor, then editor and finally a feature film director.  Her movies have won international awards and played in theaters, cable TV and video release.  SPOOKIES, made in 1987 won awards in the International Festival of Science Fiction and Fantasy Films in Paris and was listed on Variety’s Top 50 Box Office List.  She has made several short films and documentaries which have shown in festivals in Hawaii and on the mainland.  She teaches screenwriting and television production and has written over a dozen screenplays, several of which have been sold and produced by independent companies.  

She is the creator of Act Resilient which uses laughter and comedy to help soldiers and their families deal with stress.  She is the creator of several films dealing with animals and healing, including “Dogs are Healers”  You Tube:  http://youtu.be/JojzyqyudDU
