BIOGRAPHY:  Mr. Lau is a full-time Lecturer in the Criminology and Criminal Justice department at Chaminade University.  He received a Bachelor of Education degree from the University of Hawaii and a Juris Doctorate from the Richardson School of Law, University of Hawaii.  Mr. Lau worked as a law clerk for the Hawaii Supreme Court, a Deputy Prosecuting Attorney, Deputy Corporation Counsel and in the private practice of law. Mr. Lau also worked two terms as the Independent Legal Counsel to the Oahu Grand Jury and was a Hawaii Bar Examiner.

COURSE DESCRIPTION:   Theory and practice of criminal case advocacy. Students will participate in various stages of criminal pre-trial and trial litigation in criminal case exercises. Course topics include discovery, case preparation, motions and trial advocacy.

1)  CJ 426 provides practical knowledge regarding the inherent complexities and day-to-day operations of the American criminal justice system
2)  CJ 426 facilitates the learning about basic rights guaranteed to each individual by both state and federal constitutions and laws.

4)  CJ 423 integrates concepts of forensic science, and prosecutorial law to criminal case investigation.

COURSE OBJECTIVES:  Upon course completion, the student will demonstrate student learning about:
   >  the operation of the American court system,
   >  the advocacy stages of a criminal case in the American criminal justice system,
   >  the process involved in proving a case in the criminal justice system,
   >  the importance of strategy and planning a case presentation.
   >  the strategy and procedure of jury selection,
   >  how to introduce evidence in a court proceeding,
   >  how to question witnesses in a criminal case.
   >  the challenges of being a litigator.
