Course Description:
PSY 202 Child Development (3)
Psychological implications of human growth and behavior from infancy to adolescence, stressing affective and cognitive development. Offered every semester. Prerequisite: PSY 101. This course is required for Early Childhood and Elementary Education majors.
English 102 and Communication 101 are prerequisites for all upper division courses.

Specific Learning Objectives for this course:
This course is intended to: 
1. Equip students to better understand childhood behavior, especially as it is observed in the North American culture. 
2. Help students gain insight into the behavior, needs, motives, and the 
feelings of children.
3. Provide students with an introduction to a theory base in human development. 
4. Challenge students to reflect upon childhood development and the influences that impact that development.

General Student Learning Outcomes:
Student will demonstrate an understanding of:
 1. The use of scientific methodology and research for investigating important questions relative to human behavior.
2.  Knowledge of the major theories, concepts, and research findings that represent the scientific perspective for the biological, cognitive and psychosocial basis of human behavior.
3.  Knowledge of the major theories, concepts, and research findings that represent the scientific perspective in the investigation of individual personality variables.

Assessment- In order to measure the quality of the learning experience students will demonstrate their knowledge through writing assignments, discussions, and examinations.

Class room decorum

How do I make the grade? (600 possible points)

Attendance and Participation; Ten weeks of discussion, 20 possible points a week, with a possible 200 points
(see below: specifics about discussions)

Three Writing Assignments-35 points each (105 points)

Three quizzes on the reading totally 45 points combined

Field Work paper=50 points

Final 100 points

TOTAL= possible 500 points

NOTE: I will NOT be spending our class time together re-packaging the text, but rather launching off from that with added information, so you will have to read the text.


1) Class Participation=200 points Discussions and are very important!

Each week there is a carefully monitored discussion, tied to the reading and lecture, allowing students to engage in mature thoughtful dialogue. There are 10 weeks of class; 20 points are available each week for a total of 200 possible points. You will have two weeks from the start of the each new discussion to add your input and interact with other students. You must respond to at least two other students and come into the discussion more than one day. That is, over time as discussions (by the very nature and definition) takes place over time.

If you only come in once, and only during one week, you will get half credit.
 
At the end of that two-week period the topic will be closed. I do not accept last minute late night posting the last day before it closes, but rather encourage active engagement over BOTH weeks the discussion is open. WHY? Because, by the last day of the discussion everyone has moved on and you are “talking” to an empty room.  By Sunday on the last day others may be at the beach, with family, or otherwise engaged. 

IF you chose not to follow this requirement, do not be surprised if your grade is much, much lower.

YOU WILL NOTICE THERE IS NO “DUE DATE” CLOSING OUT THE DISCUSSION BECAUSE IT GIVES YOU THE FALSE IMPRESSION THAT ONE POST AT THE LAST MINUTE MEETS THE REQUIREMENT. ON THE ASSIGNMENT PAGE YOU CAN SEE WHEN EACH DISCUSSION BECOMES AVAILABLE AND FROM THERE YOU CAN FOLLOW ALONG DURING THOSE TWO WEEKS IT IS OPEN.

Additionally, be aware of decorum. I will NOT allow disrespectful language, or dismissive dialogue. We are here to learn from each other in a safe environment, and that is done by reading the thoughts of others, and responding with “I” statements, with NO advice given to others. This is NOT an online chat room, but an academic classroom. 

2) Lectures:
Each week there is a lecture often with video support. This DOES NOT preclude your reading, which you are responsible for and from which quizzes will be drawn/assigned. You will notice that I truncated the readings to specific topics and specific pages. Many times you will be required to comment on particular parts of the lecture and readings in our discussion, and often there will be material to include in your writing assignments from the lecture and or reading.

3) Writing Assignments There are three writing assignments.They are open from the beginning of the term, in case you want to get a jump start. They are each worth 35 points and the due dates are clearly posted from the assignment date given. These are reflective essays drawn from lectures, and should be well written and cited when necessary. 2-3 pages long. (Total points=105)

4) Three quizzes from you assigned reading. They are due at the end of the term, but it would be wise to take them as you finish the readings. Total points=45 (all combined) 

Field Work (50 points) :
This is a theory to practice paper in which you are to explore a topic within childhood development that particularly interests you. You have great freedom to investigate, but as there are plenty of opportunities for personal reflection in this course, but here it is about research and/or observation. 
Examples: 
-Perhaps you are interested in the uptick on bullying and want to research what works.
-Maybe you work in a daycare center and want to investigate Piaget’s stages in your observations
-It could be that you are alarmed by the rise in obesity in children and want to do some investigations on school lunch programs/
-If Adolescence interests you, maybe you want to spend time with a teen and discuss (and record) responses to the ESSENCE model of Dan Siegel.

In short; any topic we cover (and all the lectures are available at any time during the term) you may dig deeper into. If you want to move beyond the lectures and back into the text, perhaps there is a topic you want to know more about.
