Catalog Course Description
This course presents counseling approaches and techniques used in helping relationships.
The course combines experiential and didactic instruction, giving the student an opportunity to explore helping strategies and develop a philosophy of counseling. 

Program Linking Statement
This course develops and assesses the skills and competencies for the program student learning outcomes of Counseling Theory and Applied Psychology.  In addition, this course also addresses the program student learning outcomes of:  1) Scientific Method and its Application in the Field of Psychology; and 2) Cross-Cultural Psychology.

[bookmark: OLE_LINK3]Course Description
This course allows students an opportunity to obtain an overview of theory, practice, methods, basic principles, and concepts used in educational settings and community agencies by counselors.  The purpose of this course is to have students gain an overview of the counseling profession through readings, class discussion, experiential activities and site visits.  By the end of the course students will have a clear understanding of what it entails to be a counselor and be able to distinguish a counselor from related mental health professions.  In addition, students will begin to see themselves as having taken their first step toward being a professional counselor.

4.	A counseling orientation based on empirically validated interventions, personal characteristics, and important client and situational determinants.
5.	The professional and ethical issues involved in the counseling profession.
6.	Their ability to think critically, access, comprehend, and utilize information from peer-reviewed professional journals.
7.	Communicate ideas and research in the process of evaluating the efficacy of several psychotherapies.
8.	How the Five Marianist Educational Values are integrated into the course.

	Counseling Theories
	The purpose of this assignment is to introduce you to the various theories used when counseling.  Each student will complete all of the following theories and submit them to Canvas individually using Microsoft PowerPoint or Google Slides:

1. Psychoanalytic
2. Person-Centered (Humanistic)
3. Behavioral
4. Cognitive Behavioral
5. Reality Therapy & Choice Theory
6. Acceptance and Commitment Therapy
7. Dialectical Behavior Therapy

  For each theory the following questions need to be answered:

1. What is the historical background?
2. Who are the key figures?
3. What are the key concepts?
4. What are the therapeutic goals?
5. What is the role and function of the therapist?
6. What does the client experience in therapy?
7. How does culture influence this approach?
8. What types of clients would benefit the most from this approach?
9. What do empirical studies say about this approach?
10. What are the critical comments/limitations of this approach?
11. What is your personal opinion of this approach?

Each student will submit their assignment as either a Microsoft PowerPoint presentation or a Google Slides presentation consisting of a minimum of 13 slides (a title slide that includes your name, a minimum of 11 slides pertaining to the 11 prompting questions shown above, and a reference slide).  

A minimum of three (3) credible sources showing empirical evidence of the effectiveness of the approach is required.

	Counseling Theory Video Presentation
	Students will be grouped into 8 groups.  Each group will be assigned one of the Counseling Theories (Psychoanalytic, Person-Centered, Behavioral, Cognitive-Behavioral, Reality Therapy & Choice Theory, Acceptance & Commitment Therapy, Dialectical Behavioral Therapy, or Motivational Interviewing).  

As noted in the syllabus, the assigned group will create and show to the class a 10 minute video addressing the questions listed in the Counseling Theories assignment.

Technologies that can be used (but not limited too) are PowToon, Screen-Cast-O-Matic, iMovie, Movie Maker, and VideoScribe.  

Note: A video is defined as moving (automated) visual images with either music or a voice recording in the background.

Review Article + Presentation
	Written Report

A review article surveys and summarizes previously published studies, rather than reporting new facts or analysis.  

Each student will conduct a thorough literature review on a psychological disorder (e.g., anxiety, depression, ADHD, etc…) or mental health issue (e.g., raise in cases of opiod addiction, the social impact of increased social media usage, etc…).  

In no less than 8 pages you will:

Summarize the current state of understanding pertaining to your topic
a. Introduction - What is your topic and why did you choose this topic?
b. Background - Define and thoroughly describe your topic?
c. Current Status - What is the current state of your topic?
d. Impact - What is the societal (statistics are required) and personal impact of your topic?
e. Intervention - What is being done to address the problem(s) associated to your topic?
f. Recommendations - Clearly articulate your recommendation for future research and/or action

Your paper will be organized using the headers Introduction, Background, Current Status, Impact, Intervention, and Recommendations.

You must have a minimum of 15 credible peer-reviewed sources. Interviews with social service professionals can count towards this requirement.  APA formatting is required (title page, abstract, in-text citations, reference page, double-spacing throughout, properly formatted headers, 1” margins, and Times New Roman 12pt font).

Presentation

Each student will have the opportunity to share your findings with the class.  You can either present in person or by using video technology.  The presentation should be approximately 5-10 minutes.  For in-person presentations, points will be deducted if excessive reading is observed.

	Project 1 – Emotional Support Robot + Presentation
	Written Report

Recently, the demand for emotional support animals is increasing.  The challenge is that many locations do not allow live animals onto their property.  The exception is usually for service animals, not emotional support animals.  This challenge will be the focus of this project.

Your two deliverables will be a written report and class presentation of your emotional support robot.

Your report and presentation should, at minimum, address the following:

Literature Review
· What are emotional support animals?
· What is the current demand/need for emotional support animals?
· What are the current issues and/or challenges with getting and having an emotional support animal?
· How do emotional support animals support people suffering from stress, anxiety, depression, and loneliness?
Robot Design
· What will your robot look like? Be as specific as you can.  Why?
· What size (dimensions including weight) will your robot be?  Why?
· What will your robot be able to do?  Why?
· How much interaction is needed between person and robot?  Why?
· How will your robot replace emotional support animals by providing support to those that suffer from stress, anxiety, depression, and loneliness?  How do you know it will work?
· How will you get people to use your robot in public?  How do you know?
· Will the features change depending on Internet connectivity and/or location? (e.g., biofeedback response, health monitoring, communication/verbal/physical interaction, etc…)
· What demographic will you be focusing on? (children, adolescents, young adults, professionals, elderly, or all)
Marketing Pitch
· In one paragraph (think of something that can go on your robots packaging) describe the features of your robot and why it will be able to replace emotional support animals.

This assignment should have a minimum of 15 credible sources cited.  The key to doing well on this assignment is finding evidence that supports your creativity.  How do you know? and why? are the critical questions when you’re developing new technology.   

Hint: Talk to people (friends and family) to get evidence.  Don’t just rely on what you find in the library.  Field research is a very powerful way of obtaining data/evidence.  Also, don’t just focus on the United States.  For example, Japan is very much ahead of the United States when it comes to service and emotional support robots. 

Stress, anxiety, depression, and loneliness are very serious issues that counselors need to deal with on a daily basis with their clients.  The purpose of this project is to see if other forms of therapy/treatment is possible beyond our traditional approaches.

Presentation

Your group will have the opportunity to share your findings and design with the class.  You can either present in person or by using video technology.  The presentation should be approximately 10 minutes.  Because this is your creation, you should be able to speak to the class versus reading from note cards or reading from your PowerPoint.  For in-person presentations, points will be deducted if excessive reading is observed.

	Project 2 – Wellness Curriculum focusing on university students + Presentation
	Written Report

No one has perfect mental health all the time, but ongoing problems can take a real toll on our well-being.  Your mental health can affect many areas of your life (e.g., work, school, home life, relationships, sleep, appetite, energy level, decision-making, physical health, and life satisfaction).  It is important to note that mental health is note the same thing as the absence of a mental illness.  Mental health includes how you feel about yourself, your ability to overcome challenges, your ability to build relationships, and your ability to achieve goals.  

A typical wellness program includes the following:

· Mental Health
· Stress and Well-Being
· Social Support
· Problem-Solving
· Anger Management
· Sleep
· Eating and Living Well
· Healthy Thinking
· Finding Balance
· Staying Mentally Healthy with Technology
· Mindfulness

Your two deliverables will be a written report and class presentation of your Wellness Program.

Your report and presentation should, at minimum, address at least five (5) of the above topics.  

You will develop a five (5) week Wellness Program using each topic as the weekly topic in your report.  

For each week you will answer the following questions:
· What is the topic for the week?
· How long will this session last?
· What is your aim of this session?  (What is your goal?  Why is this important?  How does this link to research/evidence on addressing your topic?)
· What are your learning objectives for this week’s session? (Participants will be able to…)
· What resources will you need?
· What will you use as your theoretical foundation?
· What form of assessment would you use to see if learning took place?
· If you plan on assigning homework please document its relevance and how it will scaffold to your next session.

Your Wellness Program should flow and build on previous weeks, allow time for reflection, and be research/evidence driven.  

There is no minimum page count, but you should use at least 5 credible sources for each topic.  

Presentation

Your group will have the opportunity to share your Wellness Program with the class.  You can either present in person or by using video technology.  The presentation should be approximately 10 minutes.  Because this is your creation, you should be able to speak to the class versus reading from note cards or reading from your PowerPoint.  For in-person presentations, points will be deducted if excessive reading is observed.

	Video Reflections
	During this course, you’ll be asked to watch 5 counseling videos in class.  Upon conclusion of each video, you will write a reflection responding to the following questions:

1. What are your thoughts about the counseling approach?
2. Did you think the therapist was effective?  Why or why not?
3. What were your overall thoughts on the video?
4. Would you see this therapist if you wanted to see a therapist?  Why or why not?

Each reflection should be approximately 1 double-spaced page in length using a 12 pt font, and consisting of one-inch margins.

IMPORTANT – Videos will only be shown in class on the designated day as specified in the syllabus.  Only excused absences will be given an opportunity to make up these points.  An excused absence will only be given for the following circumstances, 1) medical (documentation from a medical professional is required), and 2) athletic road trip (documentation from the athletic department is required).  All other reasons/circumstances will not be considered as an excused absence.

Marianist Educational Values

SCIENTIFIC METHOD DEFINITIONS

The METHODS OF SCIENCE are only tools, tools that we use to obtain knowledge about phenomena.

The SCIENTIFIC METHOD is a set of assumptions and rules about collecting and evaluating data.  The explicitly stated assumptions and rules enable a standard, systematic method of investigation that is designed to reduce bias as much as possible.  Central to the scientific method is the collection of data, which allows investigators to put their ideas to an empirical test, outside of or apart from their personal biases.  In essence, stripped of all its glamour, scientific inquiry is nothing more THAN A WAY OF LIMITING FALSE CONCLUSIONS ABOUT NATURAL EVENTS.

Knowledge of which the credibility of a profession is based must be objective and verifiable (testable) rather than subjective and untestable.

SCIENCE is a mode of controlled inquiry to develop an objective, effective, and credible way of knowing.

The assumptions one makes regarding the basic qualities of human nature (that is, cognitive, affective, behavioral, and physiological processes) affect how one conceptualizes human behavior.

The two basic functions of scientific approach are 1) advance knowledge, to make discoveries, and to learn facts in order to improve some aspect of the world, and 2) to establish relations among events, develop theories, and this help professionals to make predictions of future events.

A THEORY is a large body of interconnected propositions about how some portion of the world operates; a HYPOTHESIS is a smaller body of propositions.  HYPOTHESES are smaller versions of theories.  Some are derived or born from theories.  Others begin as researchers’ hunches and develop into theories.

The PHILOSOPHY OF SCIENCE decrees we can only falsify, not verify (prove), theories because we can never be sure that any given theory provides the best explanation for a set of observations.

THEORIES are not themselves directly proved or disproved by research.  Even HYPOTHESES cannot be proved or disproved directly.  Rather, research may either support or fail to support a particular hypothesis derived from a theory. 

Scientific research has four general goals: (1) to describe behavior, (2) to predict behavior, (3) to determine the causes of behavior, and (4) to understand of explain behavior.

	Description

	Attending Behavior
	
Eye contact, vocal qualities, verbal tracking and body language  (Individually/culturally appropriate)

	Observation
	
Noticing one’s own and the client’s verbal and nonverbal behavior as well as discrepancies and incongruities that may occur.

	Encouraging
	
Means to help a client continue to talk 
· verbal = repeating key words and short statements 
· nonverbal = head nods, smiling

	Paraphrasing
	
Saying back to the client the essence of what has just been said, shortening and clarifying client comments.

	Summarizing
	
Similar to paraphrasing, but includes more information; often includes attention to feelings.

	Reflection of feeling
	
Identification and articulation of key emotions

	Reflection of meaning
	Identification of client’s deeper, often unstated, thoughts about significance

	Questioning
	
Counselor intentionally and sparingly asks questions (open, closed, check-out)

	Counselor’s Personal Response
	
Counselor appropriately reports personal response to what the client has said (i.e., “I feel sad when I hear about your loss.”)

	Confrontation
	
Counselor identifies incongruity, discrepancies, or mixed messages in client behavior, thought, feeling or meaning

	Openness to feedback / supervision
	Counselor is non-defensive in receiving feedback from colleagues and instructor

	Ability to incorporate feedback
	Counselor demonstrates incorporation of feedback



Steps in Making Ethical Decisions

According to Corey, Corey and Callanan (2011) the eight steps in making ethical decisions are as follows:

1. Identify the problem or dilemma
2. Identify the potential issues involved
3. Review the relevant ethics codes
4. Know the applicable laws and regulations
5. Obtain consultation
6. Consider possible and probable courses of action
7. Enumerate the consequences of various decisions
8. Choose what appears to be the best course of action
