Course Description:  This course is designed to provide instruction and practice in writing, editing, and revising short narrative and expository essays.  It will also provide instruction in organizing the written text and in editing that text.

E.      	 Identify and apply rhetorical writing techniques (narration, description,   
             	exposition/illustration, comparison and contrast, cause and effect, definition, 
            	persuasion, classification, division).

1. Paraphrasing the work of another without proper acknowledgement.

1. Submitting as one's own original work (however freely given or purchased) the original exam, research paper, manuscript, report, computer file, or other assignment that has been prepared by another individual.  (Chaminade General Catalog, online).

The passing grade for this class is a ‘C’ or 70 points.

Papers
There are three types of papers for this class:

· In class essays (handwritten, complete drafts of papers)
· Typed, “final” versions of papers
· Reflection papers

In class essays (worth 5 points/5% of the total grade each) are complete drafts.  You will have class time (50 minutes) to write your drafts.  Students who arrive late for class will not be given extra time to complete the task.  Also – students who are absent will not be allowed to make up the essay.

Typed “final” papers (worth 10 points/10% of total grade each) will vary by length.  Each paper is designed to answer a specific question and will be accompanied by a grading rubric.  
In general, late papers are not allowed.  However, if you have a doctor’s note you may turn in the paper either by 9:30 the next morning (not the next class day) or via e-mail.

Reflection papers (worth 10 points/10% of total grade each) are about 1-2 pages in length and will respond to a specific aspect of the writing process.  A grading rubric will accompany each refection assignment.

Re-writes to typed “final” papers are possible.  A re-write of a paper must be completed within 48 hours from the day the instructor returns the papers to the class.  Prior to attempting the rewrite, the student must e-mail, meet with, and write a short refection/plan for revising the paper. 

Due Dates for typed, “final” paper:

· Paper #2 (group paper):  March 1, 2019
· Paper #3:  April 29, 2019

Readings: TBA.
Expect one to two reading assignments per week. Each reading assignment will span from 3 pages to 20 pages.  I will provide the readings for you on your canvas site.
