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Historic Preservation: Theory and Practice 
COURSE DESCRIPTION: 

This course is an introduction to historic preservation of the built environment, the examination of the history of preservation and how the discipline is practiced today.  Student(s) will be introduced to the language of the field as well as architectural vocabulary.  Emphasis will be placed on the history of preservation, The Secretary of Interior Standards, the National Register program, historic preservation law and current issues in historic preservation.

COURSE REQUIREMENTS AND GRADING 

The class format includes in-class lecture and discussion intended to provide the framework for a preservation research project. Weekly readings will be assigned and serve as the foundation for class discussion.  The student is expected to come to class prepared and to participate in the topic discussion.  The student will be expected to complete assignments pertinent to class discussion. In some instances, the student will be expected to explore the local built environment through site visits to a local historic district or museum.  

Should you have to miss a class, please inform me in advance when possible; in any case you will be responsible to make up any missed work on your own. All projects must be complete and submitted on time, unless otherwise arranged in advance. Any unexcused late submissions will be dropped by one letter grade. Any assignments submitted over one week late will not be accepted. In the event of three unexcused absences, or three unexcused tardies, your course grade will be lowered by one letter grade.
