Repertoire is chosen by or approved by the applied professor/instructor in accordance with the level of each student. Repertoire for juries must fall within the guidelines of the syllabus. 

Course Description:
Applied Music consists of private or group lessons of a music instrument or voice with a faculty member of the Arts and Humanities Department. All students enrolled at Chaminade University are eligible to take Applied Music. Students receive academic credit for Applied Music each semester. Students must furnish their own instruments, except piano. At the end of each semester of study, students must prepare for a final evaluation (jury) and choose one of following methods in order to earn Applied Music credit(s): 1) attend and perform at recitals; 2) attend and perform at a joint concert with performance ensembles; 3) attend a performance and write a concert report; 4) write a research paper with a topic assigned from an applied professor.

Student Learning Outcomes:  
· Students will enhance skills on performance and musicianship across all disciplines.
· Students will be able to show a deepened understanding and appreciation for music through listening to recordings and watching performances.
· Students will elevate their musical awareness on musical analysis, history, and other musical skills learned in the course of the student’s academic career.
· Students will be able to advance their studies in the performance area of their choice.

Course Policies and Requirements:  
I. Attend class (class participation is 35% of your grade)
II. Grading for applied music consists of 75% the applied professor’s grade for the semester (10% attendance, 40% weekly lesson preparation, and 25% recital, concert, concert report, or research paper) and 25% combined grades of a panel (jury) of faculty members which includes the applied professor.
III. Be prompt to classes, recitals, concerts, and performances 
IV. Read and listen to the required assignments so that you are prepared to make a productive contribution to the class

Applied Ukulele Requirements

BEGINNING LEVEL
1. Two pieces of any ukulele work
2. Two chosen scales from major keys
3. Play a simple single note, improvised solo over a song.
4. Demonstrate a basic strum that might accompany a solo.

INTERMEDIATE LEVEL
1. Perform one chord solo piece
2. Four chosen scales from major keys
3. Two types of strumming patterns and chords to accompany a soloist
4. Play a single note, improvised solo over a standard song.

ADVANCED LEVEL
1. Perform a chord solo piece 
2. Play the 12 major scales in a cycle of fourths
3. Play a ii-V-I pattern in four keys
4. Play a single note solo over a standard song with a bridge that modulates and accompany a soloist on the same song.
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
